In December 1887 a man calling himself
Arthur B Ward turned up in Grand Forks-
D T with a young wife He showed letters
ostensibly from United States senators and
representatives and was known as general-
in a few weeks During the presidential
campaign he turned his energies to stump
speaking and so successfully fooled the poli-
ticians

tour through Indiana by one of the big politi-

tricaL Gen A B Ward vanished leaving-
his young wife neo Miss Perry of Provi ¬

dence in a delicate condition and totally un ¬

scription A sheaf of wheat stood upright
with a ribbon for a band and on the band
was inscribed No 1 hard In hoc signo
vinces Above the sheaf was a silver dollar
resting on its edge the reference being to the
uniform price of 1 a bushel for wheat in
those days Upon tho dollar was presented
an outline of tho lake Above the dollar
stood Beelzebub with tail revealed holding
scales in one hand and pointing with the
other to the exact location of the city on the
lake The motto Give tho devil his due
completed this odd device This was printed
upon the bills of the bank and soon after the
issue was out there came a letter from a na
tional bank in Philadelphia inclosing ten
new crisp national bank notes and asking to
have them exchanged for bills of tho Bank of
Devils Lake This artistic tribute however
to his Satanic majesty has long since gone
out of fashion
