Bishop Budge Answers Delegate-

Dubois Charges

DELEGATE CAINES REFUTATION

Of the Charges Against the People of Utah
What Governor Stevenson Had to

Say About Polygamy

WASHINGTON Jan 1Special telegram-
to THE HERALD The adjourned hearing
before the Senate committee on territories
on the admission of Idaho was continued-
this afternoon Delegate Dubois having
yesterday made some personal allusion to
Mr Budge of Idaho who is here in the in ¬

terest of the Mormons of that territory-
that gentleman was granted an opportunity-
to reply which he did In a very frunk
and lucid manner he explained his marital
relations He said he had never been in ¬

dicted for polygamy as alleged He bad
been indicted for unlawful cohab ¬

itation upon which charge he was
tried and a jury of nonMormons ac ¬

quitted him without leaving their
seats He showed wherein Mr Dubois
had made erroneous statements calculated-
to mislead the committee relative to the
Mormons in Idaho He was asked many
questions by members of the committee
relative to the organization of the Mormon
church and as to the nature of his duties-
as president of a stake which he answered
readily His answers and explanations ap ¬

peared to be satisfactory
Governor Shoup and exGovernor

Stephenson of Idaho who were present
made some explanations relative to the
charge of extravagant salaries and other
expenses contemplated by the proposed
constitution

Judge Jerry Wilson in his usual forcible
manner answered some of the remarks of
Dubois made on Monday He commented
upon the extraordinary decision recently
made at Salt Lake city by Judge Ander-
son

¬

and read some extracts from that de-

cision showing that men who possessed all
the qualifications for citizenship were de-

nied that boon solely because they were
connected with a church some members-
of which it was alleged had thirty years
ago spoken or written against the govern ¬

ment of the united States Just such rul-
ings

¬

as this might be expected from the
Idaho judges under this constitution if
Congress approved it Indeed he frankly
stated before the committee that the ob
ject of the so call testoath clause was to
disqualify all Mormons He warned the
committee not to permit such a dangerous
power to be given it was impolitic un-
wise

¬

and unAmerican
Delegate Caine of Utah was the last

speaker He said that the statements made
by Delegate Dubois relative to the Mor-
mons

¬

of Utah were quite as untrue as those
concerning these people in Idaho He said
that he had been for nearly fortythree-
years a member of that church He had
lived in Utah over thirtyseven years and
claimed to know something about Mormon-
ism and the Mormons The trouble with
Delegate Dubois was that he accepted as
gospel truth all the stale slanders which
had emanated from apostates and other
enemies of the Mormon people and had
never investigated for himself He said
the best answer to these stories and to
the political harangue of Judge Cradle
baugh of thirty years ago
of Judge Anderson of a few weeks agoanl
was the work which the Mormon people
had accomplished in Utah and the adjoin-
ing

¬
territories He said he had the honor-

to place in the hands of each member of
5he committee the history of Utah by Hu-
bert

¬

Howe Bancroft of San Francisco-
This was not written by a Mormon hut by-
a man who for himself investigated the
whole question In those pages they would
learn what the Mormons of Utah had ac
complished under the most trying circum ¬

stances He said many of the Senators be ¬

LONDON Jan l4By cable to the New

York WeiltIW ReedLewis arrived here
yesterday from Tangier When Blame
learned that Lewis did not wish to go to
he United States till he had sifted the
gossip of Tangier which accused him of t

murdering his wife ho wired him that
while the state department gave no heed to
gossip of this nature he wanted him to
obey the summons to go to Washington If
he did not wish to return he could resign
Lewis cabled back refusing to resign say-
ing he was a victim of persecution and that
his resignation would place the United
States government in a false position
Blames response was cabled to Consul iei
Sprague at Gibaltar ordering Lewis re-
moval Sprague acting under instruc-
tions placed Vice Consul Stalker charge
When Stalker was appointed Lewis started
for the United States I called noon Lewis
yesterday

Your side of this queer story hats not
yet been told

I shall tell it when I get to Washing
ton he answered I am prepared to de-
fend myself in every particular

What have you to say to the Ainericau
people who have been told of these serious
charges against youl

So far as the charges growing out of
protecting Americanized Moors charges of
extortion charges of raising money under
false pretenses charges of whipping mis ¬

creants are concerned I will say nothing
Those were answered by me in person be-
fore Mr Blame last summer and this is
sufficient answer that 1 was returned to
my post

When I got back to Tangier I learned
for the first time that reports enamatiug
from Lady Kirby Green wife of the Brit-
ish ambassador in Morocco accused me of
murdering my wife I called on Sir W
Kirby Green who told me that his wife
was not an official person that he as minis-
ter was not to be held responsible for any ¬

thing she said
Kirby Green advised me and subse¬

quently wrote me to the same effect that
he best policy was to treat the gossip as
vomans tittletattle and let the whole mat-
ter

drop I said to him that reports which
accused a man of murdering his wife
could hardly be considered tittletattle-

i had nothing further till I had occasion
to call on the German ambassador on a
business matter one day and he refused to
receive me because of the reports that had
been circulated about me during mr
absence This snub compelled me to take 1
official notice of the current gossip

Consul Folsom of Sheffield was in
Tangier on leave of absence at the time
and at my suggestion he received permis-
sion from the state department to take the
evidence Kirby Green his wife and
others who are connected with the foriegn
embassies and consulates at Tangier who
had been instrumental in circulating the
reports against me were asked to put their
words on record under oath but all re-
fused

All the testimony thatcouldbo obtained
was taken and sent to Washington For
instance Lady Kirby Green made the
statement that a servant in my house had
said that the night my wife died the door
to the room was locked and that I refused
to open it when she wished to respond to
cries ot distress But the servant referred
to was willing to testify under oath that
she never said such a thing on the con ¬

trary she never heard any cries of stress
Further the night my wife died the ser¬

vants were constantly passing in and out
of the room My wife was conscious till
the moment she died We had just re ¬

turned from a trip through Spain when she
was taken ill She had been suffering from
heart disease for years When she was
taken ill on the night of her death I ap ¬

plied the treatment recommended by Dr
Gray who had been attending her I did
administer chloroform to ease pain but not
in sufficient quantity to render her un-
conscious

¬

She was not unconscious be¬

fore she died Dr Gray was examined be¬

fore Consul Folsom and said that he had
treated my wife for heart disease
and that he had told me death
was likely to occur any moment
I asked Dr Gray if he considered an in ¬

quest necessary He said no If an in¬

quest had been ordered then as coroner for
American subjects as well as consul I
should have been compelled to sit on an in¬

quest over my wifes body
Testimony was also taken from Dr

Wood of Philadelphia who had treated my
wife for heart trouble He visited my wife
socially the very day she died The ser ¬

vants who were in at the time of her death
the undertaker and several other witnesses
were examined Their testimony disposes
of the ridiculous talk in the New York
newspapers to the effect that my wifes I
lace was eaten by rats For the sake of Jlmy children I was compelled to take notice
