Telegrams received at the Union PacificII office In this city yesterday were to the ef-

that the snowbound Central Pacific
trains were in a worse plight than ever
and there was no toning when communica-
tion would again be opened A heavy wind-
storm

is raging along nearly the entire line
and the snow is no sooner thrown from the
track than it is hurled back again The
dispatches say that it seems almost like
throwing lives and money away to keep
men at work in such weather

The Union Pacific was caught in a
storm somewhere in Wyoming yesterday
and at one time was reported abandoned
but later advices were to the effect that it
was only a couple of hours late

The Utah Central train usually leaving
here at s20 and the one arriving from the
north at 1120 which were withdrawn
siuc time since have not yet been re-
sumed

FRENCH EVERSOLE

A Feud of Long Standing that
Has Broken Out Again-

A HISTORY OF THE TROUBLE

The Contest Waned Under the Influence of
Two Revivalists but it Did Not

Last Long

The FrenchEversolo feud has broken out
again in Kentucky At Hazard tho place
where and near where tho two factions have
for a long time been murdering each other
on the 15th of November the circuit court
convened and the regular judge not being
present tho bar elected a substitute Mean-
while

¬

George Eversole came into town with
fifteen armed men Most of them were un
der bond to appear at court so nothing was
thought of it The gang increased gradually
to thirty members Only a few of tho French
party wero in the town

AS iNCiDENT or TilE FEUD
One evening an Eversole fired on a French

man who was standing near the court house
Both men were soon joined by others of their
faction and lively fight ensued in which two
Everscles were hilled Then came a lull af-
ter which B F French entered the toni
with i ecnfoi cements The next morning at
daybreak the fight was renewed from behind
breastworks After about an hour the Ever
sole party retreated leaving their dead on
the field There were two Eversoles killed
and several wounded Ono French man wa
wounded As the Evcrsolo party occupied
the court house Tho cuurc vanished when the
fixing commenced

Tho HalfieldMcCoy vendetta in West Vir-
ginia and the FrenchEvcrsole vendetta iin
Kentucky have raged for years Both par-
ties have defied the state authority Gov-
ernors have attempted to bring the civil
power to bear upon these factions without
avail But about a year ago a trial of per
suasivo force was made in which JEsop
fable of the contest between tho wind and
the sun found a pointed illustration That
fable it will be remembered says that the
wind and tho sun niado trial to seo which
could first make a man take off his cloak
The wind first blew a terrific blast The
man only wrapped his cloak the closer about
him Then the sun came out from behind a
cloud and diffused a pleasant warmth where-
upon

¬

the man took off his coat and carried it j

on his arm What the strong arm of tho
law could not accomplish by force two un-
armed

evangelists succeeded in doing by

pointing out the sin
The feud it is said began though ac-

counts of its origin are conflicting several
years ago upon the story of a young man
named May who was employed by an Ever
sole The story is that May suspected his
employer of intimacy with Mrs May The
husband did not take the law into his own
hands and shoot the man who had injured
his domestic happiness but he told a man
named French about it French kept a lit-
tle

¬

store in tho same town as Eversole nnd
he and some of his neighbors used to sit
around the stove and talk over Mays injury
Soon after the Frenches and Eversoles became
arrayed against each other and frequent
affrays took place French hired a small
army which ho paid end fed and armed

There were forty or fifty men in his ranks
armed with Springfield rifles and revolvers
Most of the people of the town however
sympathized with Eversole and he soon had
as large an army as time opposing general
Their stores which were the headquarters of
each were at either end of tho town and
pickets were thrown forward on the roads in-

tervening
¬

Theso pickets would amuse them-
selves

¬

firing at each other but no one was
hurt till a farmer an Eversole after drink¬

ing heavily declared ho would kill any
French man who interfered with him and
then rode out through a ravine to receive a
French bullet

This set tho country in a turmoil The
courts took time matter up but were not pow-
erful

¬

enough to make an arrest Murders oc ¬

curred continually after this The number-
of killed steadily increased until thirteen men
were slain though with so much firing why all
were not killed does not appear French the
loader of his faction is a little man with
shrinking manners and stooping shoulders
His chief of staff was one Shade Coombs
called Rebel Shado to distinguish him from
four other Coombs Yankee Shade

Black Shade Young Shado a boy end
Blinky Shade who has been killed in tho

war of the factions All the families at
Hazard but one sympathize with tho Ever ¬

soles But the town is very small and the
people very ignorant Hazard has about 300
inhabitants a brick court house and a log
jail though what use either is nobody can
tell There is neither a church nor a school
house

After an affray during tho latter part of
last year or near the 1st of January 1SSD
tuo leua was transferred to ninuinan in
Knox county This was by no means a pleas ¬

ant acquisition for the inhabitants of Hind
mann The town was full of armed men and
people were afraid to go on the streets Mat-
ters

¬

were in a terrible condition when one
day about tho middle of January 1SS3 two
Methodist evangelists tho Rev G D Myden
and the Rev A L McClure went to Hind
man to see what they could do toward stop-
ping the feud They announced that they
would hold religious meetings that they had
heard of tho many murders and had como
to preach tho religion of Jesus Christ They
heed those who had taken part in tim rcaletta to attend

The people wero inclined to laugh at the
reverend gentlemen but went to the meet ¬

ing They had no confidence in the cvan-
glists1 ability to check tho mad career of
iiitju who have such names as Red Mulo
tilth Dad Bill Smith Bob Proflitt An

rlNSCJ rVililirm nml others Cni nntliolocalnuny of these men were at tho meeting The
Jiviti nipbt Chair Jones Rod Mule Smith
and BEd DJ1 Smith were in attendance
mii nil ebuCil WO asji tiz2 Tlnd Muln

said he had heard them preachers was agoln
to talk about tho fightiu and he wanted to
see if they had enough nerve to say anything

III have been told that you are one of the
worst men in all this country It has been
your boast to count tho number of your mur
clara and mOVe that they exceed thoso of any

other man in the mountains For you blooay
sinner the tortures of the damned were es-

Red Mule Smith was startled and shrunk

back Then tho congregation sang a hymn
and Mr McClure began some remarks which
showed tho enormity of the sin as unsparing ¬ I

ly as Mr Hyden had shown it
The nezt night there was an increased at-

tendance

The townspeople bee nine intense-
ly interested On the fifth night an Eversole
man Clarke Jones the jailer of the county
and a murderer at tho same time rose from
his seat and went forward He publicly con-
fessed how his heart had been touched by the
ministers who had shown him how great a
sinner he was

He asked the Lord to forgive him and said
that he would murder no more As tho meet-
ings progressed nearly everyone in Hindman
experienced> religion and joined the church
Anderson Coldiron and Bob Proffltt both be¬

came Methodists IlRed Mulo Smith and
Bad Bill Smith left tho town After two

weeks preaching at Hindman the evangelists
went to Hazard where they inaugurated a
series of meetings with the same effect as at
Hindman-

It was hoped at the time of this work that
ho feud would bo dropped But unfortu
lately it has broken out again with renewed
vigor Perhaps the evangelists will go again
into the jaws of death and again remind the
contestants of the enormity of their sin
