me corrected or additional data on the subject-
so that the Jordan dam question may bethoroughly understood-

It is to be hoped that the commissioners of
Utah and Wasatch counties will see that suita ¬

ble fishways are built wherever needed on thestreams emptying into Utah lake I am partic-
ularly

anxious that the shad and trout shohld
enjoy free and uninterrupted patrol of all these
waters during the season of spawning As trout
is the best fish we have and as a spawner pro
duces but from rto 1000 eggs a season every
