Standing in West Temple opposite the centre-

of the building one faces three massive arches
built of great blocks of brown sandstonethe-
centre one being the main entrance leading to
the great rotunda The room in the arch to the
right is to be used as a billiard room and the
one to the left as the reading room

Over these rooms is an arcade that connects-
the two great wings of the hotel The West
Temple front of both these wings contains a

What the Recent Petition t the Comity Court

To the Editor of THE HERALD
Some years ago the county authorities us

sued the right to control and divide the
waterof Jordan which was accordingly done
into six different fractions tire of which were
gen with grants to the leading canals brand

are scores of living witnesses who received thisInformation from the mouth of our mosthonored Judge Ellas Smith sr But very soonafter the judges retirement from office the socalled Hydraulic Canal company came into ex¬

istence and the onesixth of the river set apart
for the settlers was given to them By this actthe settlers were lefj high and dry without a

drop which they could call their own and to
tho situation Still worse they allowedpeo

pIe to build dams in the river to take out what
little seepage water had found its way itotho bed of the river In consequence of
large tract of farming land has been rendered
unproductive useless when with
ordinary airplay would produce in abundance
Why rum one districti to create another If they
protend to watch over the interests of the
pnblc why show so much partiality They
cannot do this and consider themselves just
for they have really robbed the heirs of their
heritage and have kept the porridge These are

our reasons for sending the petition
which found its way into Tins HERALD of the

8th instant to the county selectmen protesting
against allowing the hydraulic canal from lay-
ing further claim tothe oncsixthorsaIl waters-
on the grounds that the belongs-
to us The petition however was returned to
petitioners with a note stating that the court
had no authority to act in thimatter Although
the petition lied 105 bona lido settlers
and many of those signers had used the water
for forty years fully twentylive years before
the first canal was thought of Therefore they
had established a prior right to the waters
beyond oil doubt Now then Mr Editor we-
will suppose that some power or other take s pos-
session of the two Cottonwoods City creek and
other mountain streams and makes
tioas of the same to monopolists or private in-

viduals I wonder what the inhabitants would
say who depend on those streams for their daily
upplies Could Wcber county for instance
malc a present of tho Ogden river
o the Bear River Canal company

I rather think not They dare not-
Yet this is what has been done to the inhabItants of the Jordan I hold itho county
water they should buy from the proper
owners as the city is doing It is true the
county may hold property for the use of tho
public but they cannot appropriate any portion
of it for the use of private individuals They
may locate roads but those roads must be kept
sacred for the use of tho public and cannot be
transferred to private parties It is true that
thousands of dollars worth of property may be
transferred for the small sum of 1 yet tho law
strictly forbids to give and we have no account
that a single dollar exchanged hands in any of
these transactions between the county and tho
canal companies Therefore we take the
grounds that not only the grant given to the
Hydraulic Canal company is illegal but all the
rest arc equally illegal I am no lawyer but I-

am given to understand that the common law is
based on common sense And this to my vie-
ws the only common sense way of looking at
this matter If this view is correct the canal
companies may yet hlne to appeal to tho set-

ters along he for legal titles to their
There is one thing sure that we o innot

do without water any more than other people
Neither do we intend to try If those in author-

Ity will not do us justice we will have to enforce
our claims
