OUR BOYS COVERED WITH GLORY.

The Salt Lake City Council Royally Received-The Rexes
Have Their Eyes Upon This C(ity-—General

The third day of the carnival opened up
with u hot sun, whose scorching rays made
the shady side of the sbreets the welcome

age for the pedestirians,

The excitement sttending the arrival of
the roysl train, the street parades and the
coronation eoremonies had quicted down
and therg was no particular stir on the
street at this time of the doy.

A number of the Loulslana Rifies are
noticed hare and there, chatting with some
of the home cadets, while an occasional
cowbay in his Jeather leggins and sombrers
iz seen dashingg up the strest on bis heiro-
glyplic broncho.

The number of visitors falls far short of
the glowing predictions of 50,000, and the
ctroets are mot at all crowded. The only
military company present from abroad is
the Lonisana Rifles, and though the Ogden
Light Guard show up quite well, the prom.
ised presence of all the military companies
of Montana and other territories is some
what of a dissppointment.

The specinl gewspaper train has not yet
put in an appearance, and the few repre-
sentatives of the eastern press on the
ground lesd one to believe that it wasall &
nicely deslgned hoax.

No Indians have yet been seen om the
street and the boasted Shoshones and their
mighty warriors have turnod up missing.

The roster of the royal party from New
Orleans does not pan oat as large was ox-
pectod, though the courtly presence of
the contingent is aminently regul and in-
ioresting. )

The appearance of the King and his
party at the coronation exerciscs, Tuesday
evening, was in every way up to the ex-
pectations of the spectators and the cere-
monies—thanks to the Lond High Chancel-
lor—weore extromely impressive and grand.

The cowboys are the “cock of thejwalk"

~and their clanking spurs are heard in every
part of the cityv. There are from 150 wo
200 of the knights of the ranch present and
as predicted (v Tae Hexaio the dominion
of tlie Rexes is being pervuded by the
knights of tho plain.
