A HORRIBLE SHOOTING,

John Hamer Is Killad by James Grifiin in an
Ogden Saloon.

OGneN, Aug. 35—|Special to Tuse
Henaup. |—At & o'clock this morning a
horrible shooting affray oceurred in Mad-
den’s saloon on Washington avenue, which
resulted In tbe death of John Hamer. It
seams that Mr. Hamer, A. C. Emerson,

;| Jumes Gaiffio and A. Z. Washburn were in

oo saloon At the thme, whed the two latter
| becama involved in a quarrel over an elec-
tion bet. Griffin left the place, but re-
turned shortly afterward and the trouble
was renewed,  Hamer endeavored to quiet

e two men, and while he was acting the
part of peacemakter, Grifiin drew his pistol
and fired three shots, which took effect in
Hamet, One  struck him  in  the
breast, near  the  heart, another
enterad the ubdomen, near tho
navel, while the third took effoer io the
right breast. After firine the shots Grif
fin retreated towards the rear door when
he was shot in the stomach, but the injury
Is not thought 1o be fatal. A colored
porter who was employod in the saloon is
supposed to have fired this shot, In the
melee, Emerson recelved o bullet in tho
foot. but lis injury is not serlous,

The theory isthat Griffie intended to
shoot Washborn instead of Hamer, but of
course he was placed underarrest immedi-
wtely after the affair,

Mr Hawer died ath o'clock this aftor-
noan, &l the funerdl will be held at &
o'clock to-morrow (Sunday) afterfioon. He
was prominent in  business ciroles in this
city, belng & member of the irm of Hamer
Bros. and Hursell. He was also a brother
of Dan Humer, the county clerk of Weber,
and was well known in Salt Lake city
wiiere he resided for several years, and om.
ployed as bookkeeper ot Toe Herano office
und afterwards at the Co-op. Wagon and
Machine company. He leaves a wife and
Tatnily.

A Lontlon Dally News Correspondent Galns
Admission to One.

Loxvox, Aug. 2.—A speclal COrTespon:

taining admission to the Turkish prison ut
Uskub, Macedonia.

outlives {ive years, In ono cell, two and a
malf yards equare, the corresporndent dis-
covercil nonrly o score of poor wretches
punting for air nnd starving for food, hay-
ing in the way of the latter nothing but
bread and water. The greator number
wers stark naked and chained by the ankles
und wrists. There were ulso underground
celis reserved for the worst prisoncrs, in
order to force confessions where wanted.
It Is ulso customary to chaln men all day in
the scorching sun in sgcha way that they
cannot move.

Letters From Claveland and Thurman Op It
—tiovernor Camphell's Position.

A letter of regret was read from ex
President Cleveland in which he expressed
a desire to beenrolled among those who
protest, against the pnssage of the bill, and
expressing a wish that thgdadications were
not 80 nurerous thata cIMiax of congress-
ional recklessness had been roached In
which the protests of the people have Jittla
weight.

Senator Elect, Brice sent a letter saying
the proposed law was repugnant to Dem
ocratic idvas and full of danger to the re:
pubiic.

Several speeches were made aguinst the
bill. Governor Campbell was not reached
in thelist of speakers until a lata hour and
did not talk at length and he devoted his
time to an explanation of the provisions of
the bill and  the probable resplt
its enforcement. Reparding the recent
publication that he would employ the state
militia in opposition to the enforcomens of
the bill in his state, he sgid the whole
statement wasa falsehood
