before Academy of Science a report on
experiments which in connection with i1H Martin Tie has been making with a
vidw of discovering tremedy for tubercu-
loSis Yesterday Grencher said

Wo have reached in our experiments
such a stage as justifies the nope thatwe shall sooner or later have at our
posal the means for effectively combatting
consumption As yet however we are
far from our ultimate goal so much so in
fact that weshould not have made our ex-

periments
¬

had it not been for Prof Kochs
communication to the Berlin Medical con¬

gressWe have inoculated rabbits with the
bacilli tuberculosisin quantities sufficient to
make fatal result certainty Then with
our treatment which of course we must
keep secret until we are assured of its
value we have kept three rabbits alive
from two hundred to three hundred days
On examination of them after death we
have found the spleen small and the liver
healthy without any trace of tubercular
bacilli Rabbitwhich we have inoculated-
with an similar of miquantfcrobes and wnich wo treated
have died within a few days of the inocula-
tion

with all the symptoms of the injected
disease

Two hundred days in the life of a rab-
bit

would represent several years in the
existence of miCa but we are not content
with analogies we want facts scientifically
demonstrated beyond allipossibility of con ¬

troversy On that account we have taken
the precaution of injecting the maxium
amount to bacilli injecting it furthermore
into the veins of the ear whence it is cer¬

tin to at once entertho whole system
lay particular stress upon this fact

Each of our inoculations in this series of
experiments was sufficient to kill not one
but half a dozen animals Having suc-
ceeded

in keeping those rabbits which we
treated after inocculation alive for periods
ranging from 26 to 230 days while rabbits
not treated died twentythree days after
inoculation we have proved the value of
our treatment is so far as rabbits are con-
cerned

We shall shortly experiment with
a monkey and if those tests succeed we
shall be justified in experimenting on
human beings

and Boston are no better even if we could

pletely blockade our principal ports ofentry and simply by keeping out of harm3
way paralyze our entire seagoing tradeI believe in harbor defenses In many of

but harbor defenses should be made sub¬
sidiary to a navy which shall at least ba
made sufficient to watch and harass a fleet
