This is a suit brought by theplaintiff to
contest the election of the defendant to the
office school trustee of the Fourth muni-
cipal

r precinct of Salt Lake city It appears
from the eyidence that os the 14th day of
July last a school election was held in the
various wards ol Salt Lake city to electtrustees to constitute the school board of
the city Messrs Richard W Young and
Parley L Williams and Messrs Pyper

I and Lippman were candidates in thatward Time former two erefor the long
I term two years each alma the latter two
for the short term one year each It ap ¬

I
pears that in this municipal precinct therewere GSO votes cast for the various candi ¬

dates the same number being cast fOr the
candidates for the long term as for the
short term Of these Williams received
341 and Young 339 There were two poll ¬
ing places At the second where it ischarged the fraud occurred according to
the returns Williams received 151 votes
and Young 125 Tne contestant alleges
that a number of votes about tvveiity as
he estimates it in his complaint which were
cast for him were not put in the box by the
judge who received the votes but thatvotes with his opponents name upon them
were substituted and put in

it appears that Williams majority was
I

two and if three or more votes were actu
ally delivered by the voters to the judge forYoung were not dropped in the box and
three others for Williams were dropped in
the box of course that would elect Mr
Young At this second poll there are 142
persons who testified or that it was ad ¬

mitted would testify that they voted for
Young but votes for Young were
found in the box ashown by the turnsIf those men did vote for Young or any
three of them three votes that would elect
Young-

Mr Blair who was a checker for the
Peoples party testified that during the
day he saw a man b the name of Puzey
whom he understood to belong to tho Peo ¬

ples farty hand a Peoples party envelope-
to Allen the judge who receivedthe votes
That after he handed the ballot MrAllen
Mr Griswold challentrer for the Liberal
iwrty mierposea a cnauenge Tnat Allen
the judge laid the vote down on the table
That afterwards the challenge was with ¬

drawn That Mr Allen took up another
ballot from a little package as the evidence
shows some twenty five or fifty the pre-
cise number not being shown and put
it in the box instead of the one
that he had received that the one
that the judge received from Puzey
was a light colored ballot and the ticket did
not fill me envelope as could be seen by
holding it to the light that the one that was
put in was of a darker color and that that
ticket did not fill the envelope He states
positively that he saw this andtliat at the
time he saw it he called the attention of the
challenger for the Peoples party Mr
Jacobs to it and Jacobs stated to him that
he did not want a fuss there at the polls
that the Peoples party would have a ma-
jority

was seen with one of these ticket hi his
hand or ticlwt that ho hail not
from also appears that he was
seated on a high seat near the window that
the voters came to the wjndotv and deliv-
ered

to him their ballots and that hd took

them and it ahis duty to put them in
the box One of the other judges Mr Ball
states that ho was checker and that he held-
a list of voters and checked off as they
voted and Mr Woolley wrot the name
down on I sneet attention of
course was occupied Mr Blair testifies
that some of those ballots outbe table that
were near the box got on the iloor He
opened one and found it was a Liberlticket and Mr Williams name was on itMr Allen testifies that he did not
change any of these tickets that ho put in

The circumstances preceding and at-
tending thi election of course add
strength detracts from the facts testi
tied to because nn human act of any im-
portance stands alone It Is the effect of
some preceding actand it in it turn be
comes the cause others hence all
such acts as this have others standing
around them that are related to them
either as effect or cause and in the light of
human reason they add strength or they
detract from the statement of witnesses as
to the existence of a fact in dispute The
credibility of witnesses must also bo de-

they had weakened in their resolution of
the evening previous The committee was
informed that the company stood pat and
had no use for any of them save under the
old rules and regulations

to work and in order to get out as manv
caras possible thovarious attaches of the

Were pressed into service and
given eithor a trolly or a motor handle
The first car rolled out of the car house at

SCENES qft TIE STREET

All day long there was a crowd gathered
neat Godbes corner which seemed to havo
been selected as tim headquarters for tho
strikers and little knots or men in which
the brass button and theY blue cloth were
usually noticeable stood around discussing
the strike and its aspects and probable outcome Some of thp discussions were
heated and at imes threats were heard
the old men who stood by thfS company and
there were onlvttwo or thfhewdreroundly
denounced and abused Notwithstanding
their disclaimer that they were not on a
strike time boys still wore thcompany uniform and had
handed in any of the tools or
change of the companygAt about 1 oclock
most of the strikers disappeared from the
streets although some of their workers re-
mained on or near the cars giving advice-
to the new men secured and endeavoring
to snow them the error of their ways
Most of this work however was got in
during the early morning hours and after
noon everything went along swimmingly-
about fifteen out of tho forty cars being
outon the urouslnes The usual good
service was badly crippled as a
result but nearly all the cars running wore
crowded to their utmost capacity

The sudden disappearance of the strikers
from the streets at about 1 oclock was the
subject of considerable comment and the
rumor spread that the differences tetiveen
time company and the men had been amic-
ably

adjusted and that the usual number of
cars would soon be running A couple of
Umrs passed and the same qiiietudo
reigned but no more cars were forthcom
icy At 3 p m the entire force was seen

ThEY TALKED Hilt OFF

One of the liveliest scenes and loudest
yells of the day occurred at 1030 in the
morning when a car came salting down to
the corners with BobPringle as conductor
His platform was immediately occupied by
several strikers among their expressions
being heard such as these Think of the
damage youre doing a hundred and fifty
men Dont be a scab Bob Come off
and decent citizens wilt speak to you
again intermingled with calls from news ¬

boys and loafers on the sidewalk Finally
Bob wilted and stepped down and off and
ho was the lion of the moment A big yell
went up from the crowd and the solitary
lady passenger came tor the door with a
scared face One of the strikers took her
through the crowd however and gallantly
escorted her away Another man from the
jar company relieved Bob of his fare
money phlegmatically took hold of the
trolly rope and the car went on with a
shout from the crowd
