A SAILOR IN AFRICA.

The British bark Margaret, on which I
was carpenter and sailmaker, had put into
the port of Quilon, on the east coast of
Africa, in distress, homeward bound from
the Red sen. [ hind shipped for the voynge
out and back, but svhen wa ran into Quilos
1 determined to take French leave, Three
more brutal officers than thosein eommanid
of the bark pever walked a ship's deck,
and, althgngh 1 rated above the common
sailor, I had come in for my share of abuse,
I'was yonng, full of adventure, and I should
perhaps have cat sticks if everything Lad
been plezsant aboard the ship, My first
iea was to go alone, but an appreatice
aboard named Thomas Cade, ebout 1R years
oid, suspected my designs, and entreated
permission to go along. He had heen
Enocked abontand dogged around untll he
was ready to commit suicide to eseape fur-
ther ill trestment. I was glad enough of
the opportunity to take him; and on the
socond night of the bark’s arrival we were
off.

Quiloa twenty-five years ago contained
only & few bhundred inhabitants. There
was a wharl, & warchouse, two or three
trading stores, and a few dosen huts and
houses, and the population was badly
mixed. Aswe wore fast at the wharf, and
ax Thomas stood deck watch during thoe
earlier bours of evening, we had no trouble
in getting away. We took with us a
change of clothes, two of the ship's mus-
kels and ammunition, 8 light axe, a few
pounds of provisions, and meaus for build-
ing a fire, and we passed through the vil-
lage and into the forest to the west of it
without meeting any one. Wa d!d not go
more than half a mile before we camped
down for the remainder of the might, but
even a5 rvlose to town as that the hyenas
and jackals ware so numerous that we did
not close our eves m Where we
Were Faing or w might befall us we did
not know tior cars Bden was to get
away Trom the 1 After that things

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When we resumed our journey it wns at s
more lelsurely pace, but at noon we were
probably fifteen wiles from thetown. The
country was just as wild as if Quilon wasa

thousend miles away. It being davlight
and a hot day most of the savege beasts
were asleep, but now and then we saw a
jackal or 4 serpent, and just before noon
we rontad out two big byenss which seemed
disposad for a time to dispute the way,
Alwars keeping dos west, and always
traveling throogh on unbroken wilder-
ness, wis made shout twenty-five miles that
first day. W woewent into camp we
collected o largs amount of firewood, and
it was well that we did so, for the nighs
came on dark, and the wild beasts gather-
ed around us to make sach pandemonium
thst sve were almost frightaned out of onr
Wi heard the lions begin to roar as
goon a8 the sun went down, and two of
them hnng abeut ns all night long, com-
fug so closa to the fire on two occasions
that I kit one of them with a burning
brand. 'Thomis wes no good to e after
the lions made their first appearance. It
would hawe been better for us hud we tnk-
en 1o & tree and tis oursnives to the
branches, but we had sn idea that wemust
protect ourselves with a fire, and the pros-

We had
beard Mons roaring in different directions,
but only one had come close enough to
prove & menace.
