coived that she had been in the fire, but
had urmed, though the escapo
ous close that it
took  our  breaths to lear of it
Whon the fire was discovered, the night
clerk pressed the electric alarm which
rang a ball in every robm in the house
The guests ram out into the dark halis (all
lights were out) anly to be choked by the
smoke nnd fire.  Among them wore the
stars Miss Tunner and Miss Dwyer, who
bad roows in the npper partof the housa,
Miss Tunfier becoming f{a'nt from the
funes of smoke, rustied into aroom, where
shie gaw & man just climbiog out of the
fourtn story window on to u fire escapa.
“For God's sake suve me,”” she screamed,
and the mar, a Brooklyn drummer, chival-
rously sent her out ahesd of him. She slid
down one story and fell the other thres, 1o
bo canghit miraculously in snetspread by
the firemen. She was unlurt, with the ex-
ception of some breises on the hands, She
had no sooner looked about her than she
screamed for some one to go after Ada.
She had bean left groping through the
smoke in the hall on the fourth or sixth
story, it was not very clear which. Had it
not been for the hersism of the boy who
ran the hotel elevator, Miss Dwyer muost
huve perished, and some twenty-five people
with her. Ilyen while the smoke and
flames were thick on every fioor and pour-
ingiuw the elevator shaft, the boy made
five orsix trips from the office to the top
story, stopping in some instauces ateach
floor to assist some Tainting women intothe
lelevator, Ouneof thess was Ada Dwyer,
who got to the office and outol the building
unnort, but after an experionce that it al-
most appals one to thiok of it.  The killed
ware seven in number, the injured thirty,
end nearly &l of the killed met their death
by jJumping from the bullding,. The
hotel was located almost mdjoining the
New York Central depot, snd the twenty-
five minutes we spent there were passed in
viewing with a sickeninz interest the spot
whera Ltho terribie soenes hud been cnnctod
only a few bours bofore. We had tele-
graphed congratulations to Miss Dwyer on
her escape, and spent sowme time looking for
her, but learned that Miss Tanner was so
much prostrated that she had cancelled the
dates for the remainder of the week and
ailowed the company to scatter till Mon-
day, when they reopen in Philadelphia
Liouis Alrich and his company were also in
the fire, and they too, had calls equally
close.
