moaned and wrung her hands and acted in

I the manner described by the witnesses
Upon the state of facts assumed by Judge
Powers the physician said Miss Olson
showed symptoms of melancholia but many-
of the facts assumed in the hypothetical
question of the defense wore not proven-
On the state of facts assumed by the
prosecution those same physicians testified
that Miss Olson was sane Could anyone
doubt that in all the preliminary arrange-
ments made by Amanda Olson before she
killed Frank Hal she had the power to
control her acs Tie true cause of the
womans act was her love for Hal and
her jealousy of Mrs Hart It was very
dramatic scene Judge Powcrj
wrought out when he said Miss Olson
would accept no compromise at the hands of
the jury and demanded averdict of guilty of
murder or an acquital The jury must not
be misled by argument It was a
shocking theory Amanda Olson stood be ¬

fore the jury and the public trying to jus-
tify
