first step toward carrying out this order
has already been taken All of the eastern
agents of the Union Pacific and there is a
large number of them have had their sal-

aries

reduced some of them very radically
This was notably true in the case of the
companys agent at New York who had his
salary reduced 50 per cent The order has
bosn practically issued for a reduction in
wages of clerks and agents amounting to
from 15 to 25 per cent While some of the
titled salary drawers may be in a position
perhaps to meet such a reduction as is pro ¬

posed it would be rough on the headquarters-
forces most of whom are not getting on an
average of more thanGO per month

Embassadors from this hostile camp
have again to day been suing for
peace and offering to surrender their arms
It is not known hero whether terms will bo
granted or not but the general opinion
prevails that in view of the recent actions of-
therebelsiuslaughtering troops while un ¬

der a flag of truce not much weight can be
given to their pretended repentance That
the hostiles have been largely reinforced
within the past few days there is no longer
any doubt and there seems to be reason ¬

able grounds for the rumors that some
Indians from other agencies in the British
possessions have joined these-

A report has just reached here by a cour ¬

ier that foraging Indians from the main
camp on White Cloy creek attacked last
night the ranch of Douglas Paints a few
miles west and killed him and drove away his
400 cattle The rumor lacks confirmation
but it seems reliable nevertheless It is also
currently reported here this forenoon that
there was a great row in the camp of the
hostiles the contention beingas to tho ad ¬

visability of surrendering This also is
not confirmed but comes through a halbreed courier who claims ha has just
rived from their camp Except in the case
of unconditional surrender there will un ¬

doubtedly be a great battle before night

The Indians Regularly Besieged
WASHINGTON Jan 2 General Schofleld

this morning received a telegram from
General Miles dated Pine Ridge agency
January 1 saying that 3000 Indians in-

cluding

about GOO bucks are now encamped
in tho bad lands about fifteen miles from
Pine Ridge agency and all avenues of es ¬

cape are closed by tho troops General
Miles says the Indians have gathered some
cattlo and provisions and appeared to bo de-

termined
¬

to make their fight for supremacy-
at this point He says he will mike another
effort to get them back to the agency with ¬

out bloodshed and in order to do so he has
established a regular siege

ueneral Schofield said there was no
truth in the report that General Brooke was
relieved from command at Pine Ridge
General Miles he added has charge of the
campaign and has stationed himself at the
most convenient point for general communi ¬

cation with his forces Secretary Proctor
had an interview with the President on
the Indian campaign this morning

The news contained in the dispatch to
General Schofield spread quite rapidly over
the department this morning There is a
strong party in favor of a more decided
style of hostilities They say a single as ¬

sault with intent to kill if necessary would
precipitate a battle so full of lasting benefit
that the loss of a few men would not bo rgarded The theory of this argument seems
to be based entirely on the belief that a
dead Indian is much more valuable to the
government than a captured Indian or one
cajoled or frightened into submission On
the other hand it is contended that such a
campaign as that which is being conducted
by the commander now at Pine Ridge is
not only feasible but the only proper style-
of warfare every condition being regarded
They argue in rebuttal of the dead In-
dian

¬

theory thut the Sioux can be easily
subjected and returned to their reserva ¬

tion if proper means are employed and
they think the present campaign is the only
way to accomplish that end

A prominent war department official
commenting upon the troubles said Mark
my word if the reports are true that the
friendliea have joined the hostiles leaving
nothing behind but 3quaws and children
there will be serious times The fact is
tho Indians never will remain contented as
long as the Indian agencies are political
appointments An Indian agent knows ho
must make his pile in four yers and 600
pounds of beef weigh only 400 as a result
Then the Indians go hungry and get restless and are easily led off by tho fghtloving bucks If Bill Cody had
alone ho would have settled the whole
trouble A parley and council of war
would have resulted in a thorough under ¬

standing of what the Indians complained-
of and the friendly inclined Indians could
easily have been placated

Fourteen Cavalry Men Reported Killed
OMAHA Jan 2A special to the Bee from

Pine Ridge says Fourteen cavalry horses
with saddles and other equipments on were
brought into the hostie camp last night by
young warriors Scouts heard the hostiles
make remarks to the effect that there were
fourteen less soldiers to fight and the hos-
tiles

¬

lost only two warriors in getting the
fourteen cavalry horses etc The scouts
report has created a new sensation which
is being followed up by increased activity
around military headquarters That a battie or skirmish has t er place in
Brookes or Carrs command has lost men
there is little doubt

Later in the day another scout brought
i a second report to the effect that a skirmish
I had occurred Scout No 2 said he learned
I the Cheyenne hostiles made a rush upon a
squad of Carrs Sioux scouts on Grass
creek last night and killed several of
them When the scout asked whether any
soldiers wore engaged in the skirmish he
was told they were but that they took very
little part in it A number of reports are

mans Journal wipublish tomorrow a letter from Graf the Catholic Indian
missionary who was probably fatally
stabbed In Mondays hattie Father Graft
says in the beginning Indians hoped for
much aid from the government to enable
them to become like the whites They

were however in every way abused
mocked and discouraged Instead of being
wards they have felt theywero the victims
of unscrupulous politicians who benefitted
by their misery Father Graft adds I
know what I say for I have shared their
sufferings for many years In their despair
General Crook brought them hope
Their confidence in him led them to hope
ho would be able to realize their hopes
His death was their death blow and they
felt it The Indians are not fools but men
of keen intelligence Reductions in their
rations increased their fears Even the
Indian agents protested against this
cruelty Mr Lee who took the census
made grave mistakes and counted less than
the real numbersand made false reports of
property tnat did not exist It is not to bo
wondered that they believed in the Mes ¬

siah whom they first doubted and listened-
to every deceiver who promised hope

Interested whites took advantage of this
state of affairs and howled for troops The
army indignantly protested against tho
false statements but had to gO to the scene
of the supposed danger Interested whites
persuaded tnem that their entire destruc-
tion

¬
was aimed at and tho Indians ran away

in fear and desnair Father Jutcalmed
them and I brought them b to the
agency and the kindness ofGeneral Brooke
convinced them of their safety The gen-

erals
¬

plan to send Indians after those still
good and would have succeeded if

the general were left alone Just as the
tree pan be traced from its smallest branch-
to its root so can the tudian troubles bo
traced to the starvation and misery of the
Indians
