persons who afterward visited the scene
Survivors of Big Foots band are unani-
mous

in the statement that the Indians did
not plan any resistance it was
not a war party Many of them were un-

armed

intending to visit the agency at the
Invitation of Red Cloud When they met
the troops they anticipated no trouble
There was constant friendly intercourse
between the soldiers and Indians even the
women shaking hands with the officers and
men The demand for their arms was a
surprise to the Indians but the great ma ¬

jority choso to submit quietly The tepees
had already been searched and a largo num-
ber

¬

of guns knives and hatchets confiscated
when searching of rho persons of the
men began The women say they too
were searched and their knives which
they always carry for domestic purposes
taken from them A number of men had
surrendered their rifles and cartridge
belts when one young man de ¬

scribed by the Indians asa goodfornothing-
young fellow fired a single shot This
called forth a volley from the troops and
the firing and confusion became general-

I do not credit tho statement made by
so me that the women carried arms and par-
ticipated

actively in the light The weight-
of testimony iis overwhelmingly against this
supposition There may have been one ot
two isolated cases of this kind but there is
no doubt the great majority of the women
and children as well as many of the un ¬

armed men and youth had no thought of
anything hilt flight They were pursued-
up tie ravines and shot down indiscrimi-
nately

by the soldiers The killing of
women and children was in part unavoid ¬

able owing to the confusion but I think no
doubt in many cases it was intentional The
party who visited the battlo field January
1 reported nearly all tho bodies of the men
were lying close to Big Foots while women

comply with the order because it wouldbring peace again A short time ago hehadbrought to White Hat Lieutenant Taylor
a good many of Sitting Bulls men They
were now in camp they had been well
treated and their horses fed with grain andhay If Big Foot and his band had come inthey would have been treated in the same
manner The trouble which came to himwas brought on by his own peoplo

Dr McGillicudy then gave the Indians a
talk in which he pointed out the errorsthey had made He advised them to obeythe regulations in future

Lieutenant Taylor was asked by theIndians to speak He said he knew very
many Ogallalas and was satisfied they werefriendly He did not know the Brules so
well but felt that there were many goodmen among them The trouble they
experienced has been occasioned by a va-
