The Rebels Seem to be Gaining The Govern-
ment Experiences Difficulty In Procuring

Transports For Troops and Stores

NEW YORK Feb 25The Herald re¬

ceived yesterday from its correspond
dent in Santiago Chili a bundle
of letters containing news of no little inter-
est

about the progress of the insurrection
in that country of which but meagre infor-
mation

has been received from day to day
by cable chiefly via Buenos Ayres and
Europe These letters give a vivid picture
of the doings of both the insurrectionist
and the government troops

SANTIAGO Chili Jan 17The insurrec
tion now extends from Coquimbo to Sierra
Nesta and in spite of reports of the gov-
ernment

¬

to the contrary some very serious
lighting has been done President BatI
maceda surrounds himself with troops and
the sentries around the municipal palaco
have been tripled many additions having
been made to the sentries elsewhere

News that the city of Coquimbo after a
short fight surrendered to the insurgents
had the effect of a thunderbolt in Santiago
This was not expected and the government
fears that other cities will revolt General
Urura led the revolutionists the cruisers
Magallanes one Admiral Cochrance were
detailed by the admiral to capture Co ¬

quimbo which they did January 17 They
arrived at Coquiabo on the night of the
16th and early on the 17th began to bom-
bard

¬

the town The land batteries were
abandoned after half an hours firing and
the people as though by previous agree ¬

ment started for the armories As soon
as President Balmaceda was informed of
the fall of the city he dispatched 300r
soldiers from tho garrisons of Valparaiso
Santiago and Iquique which left post haste
for Coquimbo

The cruiser Esmoralda bombarded the
city of Talcapuano on the night of January
ic tiuu uus 11 uj eu uii uueiauu uutierieg AU
attempt was made by the insurgents to
land forces but owing to the powerful
garrison which is loyal to the government
the insurgents were repulsed About a
hundred men were killed in this attack and

Life is becoming unbearable in Santiago
For the least indiscreet word z man nmy
utter he is at once thrown into prison by
the government At present the prison is
nearly full there being over hundred men
of prominence in jail They are all charged
with being partial te the insurrection

A dynamite bomb was exploded in the
presidential palace at Villa del Mar and the
palace was partly demolished The family
of President Balmaceda will shortly leave
for Europe presumably for Paris unless
matters become moro complicated

SANTIAGO Chilli Jan 19News for the
first time has been received by the govern-
ment

that the three thousand men who had
been sent from Valpariaso to Iquique and
Santiago to fight the insurgents at
Coquimbo have been completely routed
The government lost in this engagement
over two hundred men killed and as many
more were wounded The insurgents were
