Chicago

Petition the Illinois Legislature Not to Grant
the Elective Franchise to Women in

Municipal Elections Their Reasons

SPRINGFIELD I March 3Ainteresthas reacheding petition of
the Illinois general assembly I is

I signed by some of the best known of Chi ¬

cagos society ladies and is a protest
against the bill extendinJ municipal suf ¬

frage to women denouncing as false
and pernicious all attempts to secure legis ¬

lation in that direction Among the

The following extract are taken from
the petition cares of their
homes women have neither time strength
nor inclination to enter the public arena
and defEnd themselves against doings
which they earnestly believe to be per ¬

nicious and destructive of the true power
and influence of women In theirhomes

The French revolution is reviewed and
authorities cited to prove that woman suf
frace would result in degradation of the
sex Instances of communistic societies-
etc are instanced with the implied des ¬

truction of the family relation and the pe ¬

tition adds When women share with men
the burden of labor nnd government com-
munism

¬

with all that it implies is already
begun We regard the question of the
property rights of comparatively few wo
men as one of minor importance compared-
with the vastly greater right of women in
general to maintenance and protection in
the home while they are engaged in ab-
sorbing

offices and duties of womanhood
And this paramount right of women is
threatened with entire destruction by the
socialistic doctrines above cited

We exhort you so remember that above-
all human laws stand those great natural
laws inherent in the universe which no

Sherman Urges His Amendment The weed

WASHINGTON March 3This Congress
is having a remarkable closing There is
an air of extraordinary calmness about the
proceedings which consume the closing
twentyfour hours of Congress and they-
are almost devoid of interest There is
perhaps more than the usual rush in the
lobbifls by those who are ager to press
through measures The lobby is very
active and is in a measure successful
though all that was expected in the way of

getting little measures through will not
be accomplished The work done today-
was chiefly in conference the two houses
merely acting on reports

Friends of the copyright btll are work-
ing hard to have Shermans amendment
gIven up by the Senate as they feel i the
Senate does not recede the bill fail
The result of the struggle is to put mis-
cellaneous

¬

items on the appropriation bills
which are still in doubt Therefore it is
not possible at this time to toll Just what
the aggregate of the appropriations for the
session will be These miscellaneous items
count up enormously during the rush of
the closing hours of the session At the
close of the last session a very liberal
estimate was made by committees fixing
the sum of these items at 5000000 but it
turned out the aggregate was 10000000
It is safe to say the aggregate of all appro-
