A FAVORABLE TURN

The Behring Sea Negotiations-

Have Taken

LORD SALISBUSY TO PAUNCEFOTE

The Issul Narrowed Down to the Rights Con ¬

ceded the United States by Russia
Arbitration to be Employed

WASHINGTON March 10The Behring-
sea negotiations have taken a favorable-
turn and the governments of the United
States and Great Britain appear to have at
last reached a basis upon which to settle
their difficulties A communication from
Lord Salisbury to Sir Julian Pauncefote
British minister here under date of Feb-
ruary

¬

1 was made public by Secretary
Blame tonight In it Lord Salisbury says
the dispatch of Mr Blame under date of
December 1last has been carefully con-
sidered Iis now clear he adds that the
advisers cf the President do not claim
curing sea as a mare clausum and
indeed that they repudiate that
contention in express terms Nor
do they rely as a justification for the seiz-
ure of British ships in the open sea upon
the contention that the interests of the seal
fisheries give to the United States govern-
ment

¬

any right for tat purpose which
according to international law it would not
otherwise possess Whatever importance
they attach to the preservation of the fur
seal species and they justly lookon it as an
object deserving the most serious solid
tude they do not conceive that it confers
upon any maritime power a right over the
open ocean which that power could not
assert on other grounds The claim of the
United States to prevent the exorcise of
seal fishing by other nations in Bebrin-ga rests now exclusively upon the inter ¬

est which by purchase they possess under
the ukase issued Emperor Alexander I in
the year 1821 which prohibits foreign ves-
sels from approaching within one hundred
Italian miles of the coast and islands then
Belonging to Russia in Behring sea It is
not as I understrnd contended that the
Russian government at the time of the
issue of this ukase nossessed any
inherent right to enforce such pro-
hibition or acquired by the act of
issuing it any claims over the open sea
beyond the territorial limit of three miles
which they would not otherwise have pos ¬

sessed But it is said this proposition
worthless in itself acquired validity and
force against the British government be-
cause that government can be shown to
have accepted its provisions Our conten-
tion is tnat not only can It not be shown
the government of Great Britain at any-
time since 1S31 I has admitted the soundness-
of the pretension put forward by that
ukase but that it can be shown it has cate
gorically denied it on more than oue occa
sionLord Salisbury says the determination of
this question may be most satisfactorily
ascertained by consulting books of refer-
ence of which he appends a list of some
thirty of various dates from 1795 down
wards and printed in various countries
which combine to show that in commot
parlance the words Pacific ocean do not
include Bchringsea If then in ordinary
language Pacific ocean iis usedaa phrase
including the whole sea from Behring1
straits to the antarctic circle it follows
first that the article the treaty of 182
did secure to Great Britain in the fullest
manner freedom of navigation and fishingin
Behring sea In that case no inference
however indirect or circuitous can ho
drawn from any omission in the
language of that instrument tshow Great
Britain acquiesced in the usurpation which
the ukase of 1821 attempts Other docu-
ments I have Quotzd sufficiently establish
that she not only did not acquiesce in it
but repudiated it more than once in plan
and unequivocal terms and what right
Russia did not herself possess she was
not able to transmit to the United States-

To sustain this contention Lord Sails
bury quotes from a letter of Jauuary182from Lord Londonderry to
the Russian ambassador in London and
also from a note by the Duke of Wellingtn
to Count Nesselrode October 22 refus-
ing to admit Russias claim Continuing
Lord Salisbury says

Mr Blaine does not deal with these
protests but confines himself mainly to
the consideration of treaties subsequently-
made between Great Britain and Russia
and America and Russia in 1825 and es-
pecially

¬

that between Russia and Great
Britain The treaty does not contain a
word to signify the acquiescence of Great
Britain in the claim recently put forward
by Russia to control the waters of the sea
for one hundred milqs from the coast-

I understand Mr Blames argument to
be that if Great Britain intended protest
against the claim of Russia to exclude ships
for one hundred miles from her coast in
Behring sea she would take
this opportunity of doing so but
that in confining herself to stipulations in
favor of full liberty of navigation anflfish
lug in any part of the ocean commonly
called the Pacific ocean she by implication
renounced any claim that could arise out
of the same set of circumstances in regard
to any sea that was not part of the Pacific
ocean And then Mr Blaine goes on to
contend that the phrase Pacific ocean did
not and does not include Behring sea
Even if this latter contention were correct
I should earnestly demur to the conclusion
that our inherent right to a free passage
and free fishing over a vast extent of ocean
could be renounced by mere reticence or
omission But I am not prepared to
admit the justice of Mr Blames conten-

tion

that the words Pacific ocean did not
include Behring sea Mr Blame adduces-
a long list of maps in which a designation
distinct from that of Pacific ocean is given

The Irish Potato Crop Failure
DUBLIN March 10The Irish local gov-

has Issued a report on the failure
of the potato crop and tile condition of the
congested districts It states the districs
in which the disease appeared comprise
about half of Ireland and 13 due to the
planting of old champion seed In light
dry soils the crop in some places is excel ¬
lent in cold wet land and mountain dis ¬
tricts the failure is everywhere seriousThe corn crops are mostly good green
crops are up to the full average other re ¬
sources of the farmers are about up to theaverage Briefly the report goes to showthe small farmers are in good circum ¬
stances but are confronted with a scarcity
of potatoes unprecedented in thirty years
causing the greatest distress in the con ¬
gested districts The distress is aggravated
by the reluctance of local shopkeepers togrant credit Some of the board estimate
tne potato crop failure is equivalent to the
loss of the midday meal The report gives
details as to how the suffering poor should
be relieved showing distress is yet on theincrease Relief applications are confined
to the congested districts of the west and
to the laboring and fishing classes of the
south It is expected the pressure will be ¬
come more general between now and April
