i - REATEST of
them all was Mira-
bean! We of this
age should have
seen him on that
first Saturday of
May, 1780, as he
marched with tha
600 delegntesto the
Hall of the Menus,
in Versailles. Itis
the day of the ns-
sembling of the
states peneral, to
begin the regener-
ation of France,
- and if of Frances,
then the world. Among those 600 depu-
ties of the Third Estate no such other
wis there as Gabriel Honoré Riquetti
de Mirabeau. He was delegnte [rom
Alx, where his previons life had besn
notorious and unique—a strange mix-
ture of crime and generosity and as-
piration. From his childhood he had been
more likeone of the personsof anold Greek
tragedy than like n living man of the
Eighteenth econtury. Even as a hoy his
passions were as thunder and lightning
rodaring and striking io the forest. Hewas
perbaps the most uncontrolled und uneon-
trallable being of bis age. Neither with
| his own family nor with the people of his
provengal town conld he geton in any kind
of peace. He was always in rebelllon and
struggle and conflict.

The grandfather of Mirabean was nick-
named Old Silverstock. He, too, had been
n fighter of great fame. In one battle, at
the bridge of Casnno, he stood and fought
until he was gashed with twenty-seven
saber wounds. Then falling in his place,
with o camp kettle placed over his head by
oneof his men, he lay thera whils the cay-
alry of Prince Engene galloped back and
forth over him—lay there, not to die, but
to get up and be the father of men, smong
the rest of this Gabriel Riquetti.

Mirubean was born at Bignon, close to
Nemours, on the 9th of March, 1740. He
was forby years and two months old when
the stutes general convened. He was bt~
tered and searred already by almost every
kind of violence and excess. He had been
excoriated with the smallpox—disfigured
thereby till he became an object of loathing
even to his father, & man not unliks him-
self in temper. The father was the Mar-
quis Victor de Mirabean, und be fain
would bave brought his son op to grent-
ness.  But the latter was, as surly Carlyle
has expressed it, the “roughest lion's
whelp ever littered of that rough breed.
Ivisin vain,” says he, “oh, marquis! This
eub, though thou flay him or slay him,
will not learn to draw in the dogeart of
politieal economy!"

All the early life of this man was a scene
of disorder and mizery. What shonld he
do at length but marry Mile. de Marag-
nane, & rich heiress of Afx? And what
then but rush abead, in spite of his own
resources and hers, and get into debt to
the extent of 300,000 livres—lika a mnd-
man? The old marquis, his futher, snid
he was mad, and swore to it, and procured
against him a writ of lunacy, and had him
shut up, as & sort of atay against his debts,
Hereupon the enraged Gabriel left Ajx
and settled at Manosque, until, on ao-
count of n quarrel, he was ifaprisoned in
the castle of If. That, o, render, isa sig-
nificant name, that If] As thotigh & man
should be jailed in u hypothesisl If yon
can keep Lim thersl If he does not get
away and become a deputy to the states
general and turn the world upside down!

But between this and that lis many epi-
sodes. The passions of Mirabean drove
him as the cyclone drives the leaf. At
length, in Franche Comte, ha maie the ac-
quaintance of the beantiful wifs of the
Emitienu of the Parlisment of Besancon,

er nnme was Sophie de Ruffey, Marchion-
€ss of Monier. With her he fell in love,
and she with him, and when the affair was
out they fled to Holland. Cause was bl
against him. He wos tried, convicted,
condemned, and was beheaded—that is, by
proxy. 'This s to say that the wise and
vindictive court had an efligy made of
Gubriel, and that was beheaded, but not he,
which would have been a more serious
matter,

As the revolution eame on the event
seemed to open to Mirabeau—for lie was
now returned to his native city—a fleld px-
actly suited for his stormy activities. He
would fain be a delegate to the states gener-
al. Of courze he was now thes Comte de Mirp-
beau, a nobleman by birth and natural rep-
resentative of the aristocrney, but the aris-
toeracy of Provente would have none of
him. The nobles of the south spewed him
out. But that does not signify, for we will
be elected anybow. We will become one
of the Commons, one of the Third FEstate.
Bat in order to do this we must be engaged
in some industrinl pursuit. Therefors we
bire an old warehouse and put up over the
daor this insaription, ** » the Wool-
en Draper,” Bo we are an artisan, and
when the election is held we are the candi-
date of the Third Estats for Aix, and are

elected, greatly to the Joy of the populsen. |
Thus at the states general wus this extraoe-
dinary character pitted against the aris-
tocracy and the king.  Already fn the pro-
cession he was pointed out as the coming
leader. The snarling old father had xaid of
him that he was mothing but refles aml
echo, compased of two clattering juwbones
and a vacant head, Here, however, we find |
it greatly different. From the first day ha
was leader of the great assembly. He only
had in him the daring and the native king-
ship necessicy to overawe and command
such a bodyof men. As he took his seat
on the front bench reserved for the Thind Ks- |
tate he glunced at the king, who sut in his |
crown jewels under the canopy at the athor
end of tha hall, nnd sadd to those nbout
bim, “Behold the victim already ndorped!”

In the gallery on the opposite side above,
next to the wife of Montmorin, the minis-
ter of foreign affnirs, sat Gormaine Nocker,
afterward known to the world as Mme. de
Staill. She caught a glance of Mirabean, |
pointed him out to the minister's wife, and
almost shouted with delight af the sight of
stich a fieres visaged tiger among the Com- |
mons,  Mme. Montmorin responded, “Yon
must not rejolce, for not only Frunce shall
suffer for this but we ourselves.” Pro-
phetic words they were, too, for Mme. de
Montmorin fell with one of her sons under
the guillotine. Another son was drowned.
Her hushand was killed in the September
m Her eld daughrer died in
juil, and the youngest of s broken heart!
Asfor Mme. de Stagl, she shall indesd ve-
joles for a season; but after that? Twenty
years of exile!

Oa the 3ist of last Juonnary it was a

hundred yenrs since Mirabenn becnma
president of the national assembly. Al-
rendy e had become the king of men— |
like Agnmemnon.  Already France was in
the throes of that mighty revolution by
which all things have been transformed
and made ancw.  Already from the crater
of the volcano vast masses of olnders and
lava wers pouring forth flowds of molten
| bitumen, clouds of sulphurous smoke and
all the scoria of the Middle Ages. In the
| midst of the nniversal confusion and down
rushing of things it had become strangely
apparent that Mirnbean was the oné man
who might stiil control the tempest,

3y his birth and antecedents he was al-
lied with the aristocracy. At the begin-
ning he was very far from beinga radieal
revolutfonist as it respected the monarchy.
! Perhaps to the day of his death he was
| not convineed that tha monnrchy must go,
| or that even the king most go. His atti-
tude of hostility and jmplacable battle
{ with the ruling powers of Francs had been
| the result of the disparagement to which
| he had been subjectad by Lis own order,
| the nobility. But meanwhile broader dem-
| peratic pringiples had tuken possession of
his mind. He had become profoundly sym-
pathetie with the Third Estate, and was
ready to declare with the most prononneed
radieal that the French nation “consistad
of the Third Estate without the nobility
or the clergy.”

In this complexity of forces, putting
back one party with one hand and the
other with the other, he went forward like
Samson, pulling up the very gate posts of
power and becoming the autoerat of the
tssembly and the people of EFrance. The
court trembled before him. The clergy
wers obsequious. Marie Antoinetts, from
bating and deriding him, had sought an |
Interview, and was considering the fues-
tion of making him minister of state. The |
commons Inoked to him with confidence |
|and applause. His nane echoed around |
Europe. When tliies were sholished ha
still would retain his. He wonld be called
Mirabean and not the Citizen Riquetti.
In the nssembly he said one day with in-
finite sarcasm. “Yon have now for three i
days set all Enrope at cross purposes with I
vour Riquettil” |

This tremendons ascendanoy over Franecs |
and the revolution itself Mirabenu re
tained to the day of his death, It came to
be believed that the clond compelling Titan
cotild really outride the storm, and when
it was known that the storm within him
was about to prevail, that the terrible
surge and swell of his voleanic spirit wors
about to break in death, s feeling of uni-
versal alarm pervaded all circles of society,
His prodigions activities and burning pas-
sions had ut length conspired to do whot
opposition and enmity, the hatred of man
and even the disgust of nature, had been
unable to accomplish. He continued in the
presidency of the assembly for two montlhs,
but in the last days of March, 1701, it be-
come evident that the end was ot hand.

COMTE DE MIRAREAU.

But the prodigy was greatest at tho tasr,
On the 27th of the month Mirabeau. on Lis
way to the assembiy hall, fainted and fell by
the road. Meanwhile, though he presently
recovered himself and went to his plues,
flashes of fire—strange visionary gleams of
things unseen to natural vision—began to
dart; biefore his eyes, and the roar of the
blood river rose ever ligher in his brain,
like the surge of an ocean. He seemed to
beburning upis the flamss. His speech

Behold the image of this man—fierce in
hiis aspect, a véritable lion's whelp: heavy,
but not tall; coarse und strong: a man of
1 liguid fire in hls veinis; i head
to which he himself was fond aof
referring as the head and visage of a boar:
tusks in his jows that gleamed throngh
the foam as he spoke, Opposed in the as-

| sembiy he was wont to say, “I will show

them la Aure"—that §s, the boar's head,
maniog his own! His bair was an inde-
sribable mass, growing thickly sround
his brow, and flung back more like the
mane of an African lion than the hair of &

man.  His voiea was as the echo of thun-
der and his oratory as the storm. Every-
thing bent or hroke before it!

Mirabean's outgoing from life let in all
the foods. Choos came ronring from every
hand. From that dey discord, tomuit,
vinlence, andacity and blood rshed swiftly
inand mixed and mingled in the arenn.
From that day the fute of the anclont mon-
archy wassesled. From thatday Napoleon
Bonaparte was possible. From that duy
the flery revolution mukt ran its own wild
courze, until sociaty be born anew out af
the furnace and the seeds of the futurs he-
gin to germinate and spring from thereno-
vaied soil of France,
