fell far short In enthusiasm and the fervor-
of the speeches of the meeting held by the
Republicans at the Salt Lake theatre a
week ago and had to be adjourned on ac ¬

count of a large portion of the audience
leaving the hall while the speaking was
still going on

The Liberal flambeau club in appearance-
was a little worse for wear their white
breeches soiled and their uniforms murky
and creased The boys did not step with
the same elasticity as during the last cam-
paign

¬

and all efforts to beat enthusiasm
out of the snare drums was muffled by the
indifference of tho crowd

The following banner was hung back of
the speakers stand America Juno 1890
on to Liberal victory

On the opposite side of tho hall there was
suspended the banner of the CullenMoritz
Marching club Ward 10 a relic of the last
campaign and of barbarism also it might-
be added

The appearance of the Liberal drum
corps commanded by Major Stanton wa
the cause of some commotion mingled
with audible cheers Judge Powers was
