A Fire in Jacksonville Florida
JACKSONVILLE Fla Aug ISA path of

smouldering ruins two blocks wide and six
blocks long is the result of a fire which
started at midnight It caught in Knight

Cos grocery adjoining the large Hub
bard building and in a very short time the
block was a mass of flames Thence they
were carried diagonally across to the Tro
mont hotel thence to Colonel Burbridges
block The fire spread on all sides being
fanned by a stiff breeze Nothing could
stay the flames until exhausted for want of
material They were stopped at Beaver
street on the north at Laura street on tho

Tie first Monday in September being tileday apart by the majority of states as alegal holiday and known as Labor day
whereas the territory has no law governingand

day in question therefore be It resolved thatit is the unanimous sentiment ot the working
men of the territory of Utah that wo observe
that day as Labor day and we further ¬

solve that we request your excellency to pro
claim the forthcoming lirst Monday in Septem
ber to bo observed as a legal holt¬

day

Iseems to me It woula be a graceful act on
part of the people if they would show agrateful recognition of the cause of labor by ob ¬

serving the day now known throughout tho
land as Labor day

I therefore in compliance with the request of
tho Labor Council respectfully recommend
that as lar as possible Monday September 7

be observed as public holiday
