understanding between the Vatican and
the French republic The demonstration
was the result of the republican and demo
craticpolicyof the Pope Since the famous
toast of Cardinal Lavigrie said he and
the demonstrations at Cronstadt all our
official world monarchical liberal and
sectarian has been living in a state of
trouble It felt its edifice so laboriously
erected to be cracking and threatening
ruin Alt hopes all illusions were vanish¬

ing and then came the scandals of October
2 Leo perfectly understood the meaning
it was intended to convoy to him ana told
what is well known when ho announced

tion if I will not capitulate before the
