The long pending feud betweon the war-

The trouble had its origin months ago
soon after Parkers appointment as cap
taint He had been a patrolman and the
men claimed that when ho succeeded Cap-
tain Lango ho at once became dictatorial-

In a manner that did not tend to win their
friendship As the weeks rolled on the
roach between Parker and his friends on
ho force and the other sergeants and pa-
trolmen grew wider and deeper untilI
finally the kickers as those
who wore opposed to the captain-
were called presented their grievance to
the city council in the form of a petition
which created a great stir at the time The
principal complaint against Parker was
that he was overbeariul and unnecessarily
severe to his also complained
of Sergeant Frank Glenn the charges
a being more specific and more
serious The matter was referred to

and an investigation was decided upon ItI
was held privately in the council chambersCaptain Parker and Sergeant Glenn repre-
senting

themselves while Sergeants Dono-

Georgo Albright was one of the most prom ¬

iinent and active among the latter and prob-
ably

the two men The investigation dragged
long for some weeks and a great
many witnesses were examined
Soino weeks elapsed after the
close of the investigation before
the committee was heard from and then
two reports were presented The majority
report practically exonerated Parkor

that Parker bo reduced to the ranks Altoa long and bitter lIght in the council tho
minority report was adopted and soot
afterwards Councilman Folland Intro¬
duced a resolution abolshing the office of
captain of police cams to a vote
Councilman

and a question arose as to his right to vote
and thus give the resolution the requisite
majority Ho finally voted in favor of it

owever and It was declared adopted on
the evening of October 27 to take effect ini
thirty days Captain Parker insisted
that the action taken was illegal
a announced to his friends
thot he would not stop down and out on
November 27 but would contest the action
of the council to the bitter end In the
meantime ho met Albright frequently but
the two men spoke only in the line of duty
As the time when the captains tenure of
office would expire approached he soemed-
to feel keenly the position in which he
would be placed but never relaxed his deI ¬

termination to tight it out He was duly
sober on Thursday evening but before
going to the sparring contest at Electric
Light hall probably took a drink or two

mortem examination on Captain Parkersremains and found a compound fracturo of

number of pieces The second wound was
iin tho abdomen four and a half inches to
the right of and in a line with tho navel
The direction of the ball was downward
backward and inward It penetrated the
iintestines in three places and passed
through tho left ilium On its way it sev-
ered

the left external iliac artery and vein

The abdomen was filled with clotted blood
The bullet was found in the muscles of theleftl hip Death resulted from hemorrhage

The doctor here produced the battered
messencrcrof death which was gazed upon

PARKERS HISTORY

Captain Parker was a native of New

department Afterwards he en
tered tho navy and made many cruises over
the world In the early days he landed at
San Francisco and resided there and atMarysvale During the war ho enlistedwith the California volunteers he
came to Utah some fifteen years ago endwas for some time a guard at the pen itentiary Afterwards he kept a road house
and later gtill was appointed

Lake Park He was given specalofcor-at on
the force soon after the Liberal adminis
ration commenced He married someyears ago and as before stated leaves
wife but no children Ho was 51 years ofI
ago

ALBRIGHTS PREVIOUS CAREER
Knowing that Albright had once boon

mpioyed as a the penitentiary
under ex Warden Pratt a reporter
that gentleman yesterday He wassought
at his office in the Hooper block and askedwhat he know of the man Ho came hereI understand about three years ago from
Columbus 0 the home of Mr Peters
who was United States prosecuting attorney at that timo He was
acquainted with Peters in their old wal
and it was upon his recommendation that
he was given a position as guard at thepenitentiary He was there about a year
and proved himself to be a faithful and
efficient officer When ho left the employ
of the United States marshal be carried
with him the best of references that I evegave any man and I was reallysorry to lose him He then went
to work at North Lake for a time andwas elected as a delegate to the Liberal
city convention at which John M Young
was nominated for the position he now
holds Soon after the Liberal administra-
tion came into power Albright was ap
pointed a patrolman sinco that
time held the office During the time I
have known him ho has always been quIet
and inoffensive I do not think ho would
pick a quarrel but several incidents at the
penitentiary convinced mo that he was a

man who was able to take care of him

In view of the prevalence of that great-

of all scourges Diphtheria in this city
we publish tho following set of rules ap-
proved by the best medical authorities

Recent investigations having proved that
the poison of diphtheria is portable com-
municable by infection and capable ot
reproducing itself outside of the human
body diphtheria must now bo ranked as I

both a contagious and infectious disease
The following rules are therefore mora im ¬

perative than ever before
IWhen a child or young person has a

sore throat Ibad odor to its breath and
especially if it has fever it should immedi-
ately

be separated and kept secluded from
all other persons except necessary attend-
ants

has diphtheria or some othor communi

2Every person known to be sick with
diphtheria should be promptly and effect-
ually

isolated from tho publc Only those
persons who aro actualy necessary should
have charge of the patient and

these visitors should be restricted in their
Intercourse with other individuals
dren residing in a house where thereChi
case of diphtheria should not be permitted
to attend schoo-

L3When a case of diphtheria I fully de-
veloped the same precautions in regard tofree ventilation disposal and disinfection-
of discharges bed or body linen and so
forth isolation during convalescence or
management of tho corpse should death un
fortunately occur etc etc ought to be
enforced which have already been recom ¬
mended regard to smallpox
4It is particularly important that per ¬

sons throats are tender or sore fromany cause should avoid possible exposure
to the contagion of diphtheria Children
under ten years of age are in much greater
d anger of taking the disease and after
thoy do take it of dying from it than aro
grown persons But adults are not ex-
empt

and mid cases in them may cause

whole so fatal attacks among
dren chi

5Numerous instances are recorded
where tho contagion of diphtheria has re-
amed

t its virulence for weeks or months in
cesspools heaps of decaying vegetable mattter damp walls etc and been carried
l ong distances in clothing in sewers in
waste pipes from stationary washstands
and in other conduits Hence all sewer
connections and other carriers of filth
should be welt ventilated and disinfected-
and children particularly should not be al ¬

llowed to breathe the air of any wator closet
cesspool or sewer Into which discharges
from patent sick with diphtheria have

drink water or milk which
has been exposed to such air or tho atmo ¬
sphere of the sickroom

C Beware any person who has a sore
throat do not kiss such a person or takehis or her breath do not drink from the
same cup blow the same whistle nor put
his pencil or pen into your mouth

7Do not wear nor handle clothing which
has been worn by a person during sickness-
or convalescence from diphtheria
