mittee and mate an argument in favor ofthe resolution He insisted it was the dutyof Congress to Investigate thoroughly theabuses that have grown up under thepractices of Pinkertonism and take promptsteps to suppress this quasimilitia organ¬
ization which has been fostered by capit ¬
alists alone and which as the paid agent of
monopoly was a constant menace to theliberty of the common people

Oates of Alabama while disclaiming any
