wheel while he battled with the darkness-
rain and mud until he placed the carefully
guarded dispatch in the hands of the
proper person

The mud which was packed into the
spokes of hia wheels clogged the pedals
and even tho pelting rain as he increased-
his speed on the solid road failed to dis ¬
lodge this constant companion of his jour-
ney

¬

There were places where even the
narrow wheel could not be pushed through-
and then the rider dismounted and carried
his horse until he could again remount
and resume his tiresome journey-

The run down from Albany was made
with little loss of time by the riders but
it was impossible to make up any of the
nine hours lost before reaching Albany
The message left Poughkeepsio at 425
pm PeeksKill 704 Sing Slog 844 and
Tarrytown 9 41On the relay coming into Tarry
town Harry Cleveland who was carrying
tho dispatch fainted on his wheel His
companion George C Smith seized it and
pushed forward leaving Cleveland to re-
cover as best he could At Tarrytown
William Campbell took the message and
accompanied by A L Rich and H L
Quick pushed on down to New York-

A hundred riders had shared in the
undertaking of carrying tho bit of paper

Miles in Chicago to tho
hands of the military aide who waited at 2
Park Row From Lumsden tho first
rider who bore it away from the steps of
tbo Pullman building to Quick who camo
rushing down over the slippery Broadway
pavement last night a long succnssicn ot

crack riders had struggled along through
darkness and dampness covered with mud
and drenched to the skin

If these stories of the riders are to be be ¬
lieved the fences along the country roads
were loaded down with excited country-
men

who were found waiting even at mid ¬

night each with a lantern in one hand and-
an umbrella in the other to see the mud
splashed courier RO by In the large towns
the streets were lined with curious throngs-

ing rain storm The last relay from Tar¬

It la Found Superior to the Foreign Article
Result of the Test

WASHINGTON May 23The thickest
piece of armor ever manufactured in this
country was successfully tested at the
Indian Head proving grounds Saturday
One of the 14inch nickel steel diagonal
plates for the Indiana the first of the
battle ships armor plates completed by the
Bethlehem Iron works twenty diagonal
plates for the battle ships Indiana and
Massachusetts aggregating SOO tons and
representing 500000 In value will at once
be accepted as the result of the test The
result shows conclusively the ability of
American armor workers to supply armor
plate of the highest quality

any tests imposed by foreign countries
Under the terms of the contract the projec-
tile

might go nearly through the slate and
backing and be accepted if no serious cracks
develope None of the three shots fired
succeeded in getting far enough into the
