Anne was buried according to Bollandist
in the tomb of toe blessed virjrn at Joru
salem A legend in the south ofFraace is
that all the relatives of our Lord and the
Virgin Mary wore banished from
Palestine They took with them the

body of St Anne and it was
entombed in a subterranean chapel in the
cathedral of Apt in the south of France-
by the first bishop of that see in the first
century When Franco was invaded by
the Barbarians the entrance to the chapel
was walled up and evidences of its exist
ence obliterated-

In A D TTltbe vault was discovered and
opened in the presence of Charlemagne

Archbishop Turpin and a great company of
the priests and nobles On the coffin was
inscribed This is the body of St Ann
the mother ofthe blessed Virgin Mary-

A letter of Charlemagne to i ope Adrian
I concerning the discovery is extant The
body has been kept ever since in the ca-

thedral of Apt to the great glory of the
city The relic was recently exposed in
this city It came from the right arm
which was sent to Rome and kept in the
monastery of St Paul
