A FABM1KGTOS CYCLONE

A CnrloBity In Utah Visits Davis County

A genuine cyclone visited our suburbs
today It was not of very extensive pro-

portions
¬

but of sufficient dimensions to be
distinctly visible and parties living near
its path rather envied our eastern relatives
tbo possession of their cyclone cellars

About 11 oclock this forenoon a heavy
bank of clouds was approaching from toe
north and northwest when a streak of
cloud matter came down resembling the
action of a whirlwind raising the dust
from tho earth It was northwest from
here and apparently about ono and a half
miles from the earth It appeared about
forty feet fcjdo at the top and reached
about tWothlrds of the distance to the
earth Several hundred feet of tile lower
end looked as small as a large rope The
actual measurement as near as vo can tell
from the angle was something over four
hundred feet wide and over one mile long

Judge Haicbt tfho resides about two and
threequarters of a mile northwest of hero
eayo it passed 150 yards west of his barn
and was only about twenty feet wide It
tore tbe branches from a large tree and
roared like a fast moving train of cars
