ialoN YM a high official in the Standard
Oil company and Charles Foster of Pos
toria Ohio men foreign to the interests of
the city of Toledo

Tho controlling stock of all the gas com
panics in western Ohio

is OWNED IN WALL STREET

and when the citizens ask for a reduction-
the agents of the soulless corporations turn-
off the gas in the heart of winter and freeze
the people into abject submission

And yet the price of gas in these Ohio
and Indiana cities is not onefourth the
prjce stipulated in the Shylock ordinance
now before the city council

Any price above twelve cents per thou
sand feet is worse than highway robbery
The desperado makes no pretense of friend-
ship to the man he assaults and meets his
Tictim on an open field giving him the al-
ternative to fight or fork over and all tho
highwayman gets is ihe money the man
carries on his person 5 but the councilmen
are the agents of the people elected on
their professions of friendship to their in
teresls It is not the money of the passing
stranger they jeopardize but the hard
earnings of the aehervvoman the day la-
borer the common clerk the bonesst dray
man the hardy butcher and the industri-
ous shop people The factory girl who
earns 3 a week has her little meager flame-
to pay for Tbft city ordinance will say to
night whether she shall have plenty of fire
at a fair cost or it will snuff it out en
tireij

There is no misery like that of hunger
and cold and the fuel of a city should no
more be handed over to the clutches of a
corporation thanits loaves and fishes

The benefits to accrue to this city from
the discovery of natural gas will come
largely from men who have lived in nat-
ural gas regions in the east and who by
deduction will argue that what occurred
