party to show by an overwhelming turn ¬

out from nil sections that It was in better
fighting shape than ever to revive the
spirits of the drooping to show both the
national parties that Liberals didnt care a
snap of the fingers for the decisions of
either in short to resurrect and rejuvenate
a carcass that bore all the signs of rapid
utter and offensive decomposition-

conjured up Never has there been such a
blasting ot trumpets as boomed this confer-

tall came from the campaign of two years
ago and looked somewhat faded The
thing that struck every ono most promi ¬

nently was tho gaily colored Tuscarora
umbrella suspended from the center of tho
coiling and from which all the long strings
ot bunting wero looped away to the bal-

76 to 1I in favor of putting a candidate in
the field this fall for Congress to show
that action had been decided on in advance
He had told them this was not the case he
wanted them to come here and give their
views and bo assured them that they
would not be bound by the action of th o
conference Some ot these gentlemen
might be present and he thought they
would talk if they understood that what-
ever

The audience seemed hardly to know
how to take this and there was a good deal
of headscratching

Judge Powers said that as far as the
