reached Homestead with warrants two
for the above Carnegie officials anil the
others for Superintendent Potter and
George AForey rumors of the prospec-
tive arrest spread through the town and
hundreds of locked out and striking men
gathered at the different stations At
Mulhall the crowd numbered 200

The train on which the constables and
prisoners wore to be taken to PItts burg
was a few minutes late and when the con ¬

stables and prisoner arrived at the depot
the crowd surged around tile station door-
as tho prisoners were hurried into it Ai
patrol of the militia strove to keep men
back but the force was unequal to the task
Every minute tho crowd increased while
uttered threats especially directed against
Dovey were plainly heard As the timo
passed the crowd

BECAME MORE TURBULENT

and word was hastily sent to the provost
marshal He despatched at once Major
Crawford with a company of the Fifteenth
regiment On their arrival at the depot
the soldiers marched company front push-
ing

¬

back the crowd which retired in a
surly way One striker named Thomas
Bowen became obstreperous and yelled

Three cheers for Dovey damn him
Before the crowd could give them the

soldiers hastily seized Bowen and he was
hustled into the station and placed in
chaigo of two deputies This stern
measure quelled the hostile demonstration

Bowen will be charged with unlawful
assemblage and disorderly conduct and
probably with inciting to riot

WASHINGTON Aug 3The president In

vetoing tho bill conferring on tho court of
claims jurisdiction in contested land patent
cases says in part that the work of the
land office the past three years has been so
efficient that the large accumulationl was
swept away and the office is now engaged-
on current business

It seems to the president that tim trans ¬

fer as observed by the act is also given
option to sue in district courts or court of
claims The president cannot understand
why the plaintif should have this advant¬

age given so tar as he
knowns In any other law fixing the form-
of litigation between individuals Not
only this bbt the court of claims was es ¬

tablished so far as ho recalls wholly for
the trial of money claims und has no ade-
quate

¬

provision for conducting suits be
twoen individuals contesting private rights
Furthermore the court of claims is already
burdened since the reference to it of the
Indian depredations or French spoliations

etcAgain the bill is so indefinite in its pro-

vIsions

that it cannot be told the Presi-

to be discharged by the general land office
In conclusion the President says ho is in ¬

Four Hundred Years Ao Ho Set Bal on Ills

Voyace of Discovery Foui > l ies Car-

ried Ont with Great Eclat

PALOS Aug BThis is the four hun-

dredth

anniversary of the day on which
Columbus set sail from Palos westward on
his voyage of discovery The festivities
arranged here for celebrating the day were
carried out with great eclat Tho view
from town however was obscured by a
thick mist which hung over the river ant
rendered it impossible to see more than a
dim outline of the hulls of the vessels lying
at anchor

At G oclock the hour at which Columbus
began his voyage the Carveli Santa Maria
constructed in imitation of the vessel of
that name belonging to tho Columbus ex-

pedition
¬

which had boon lying of the
shore all night set her sails for pas-
sage through the lines of warships an ¬

chored outside the bar but owing to tho
prevalence of 1 dead a line Was run
to her from one of the gunboats She
was towed down the stream followed
by tho Spanish flotilla in single file
Minister of Marine Montigo was on-

board the warship Legaspio The
voyage down the river to the bar past the
monastery of La Raoida on which buildings
and flags of all American states were ty-
ing

¬

occupied about an hour Outside
bar were moored tho vessels of foreign
squadrons which had come to tako in
the celebration Those vessels formed in
lines between which the Carveli passed
amid
