thought Henry Steele and Mr Harricks
went in alterwaru Witness served drinks
and citrars a number of times Witness
board Whetstone tell Ogden Hiles that uher Hiles had no use for him or words to
that effect but did not hear the answer
made by Riles Soon after McLelltm
jumped up and said Hiles was a friend of
his und be did not propose to see him
abused Whetstone told him to nit down
as be didnt want to hue any trouble with
him that he was a better man than lie was
and was heeled McLellan then took his
gun out of his pocket and throw it down
and told Whetstone he would fight him
anywhere he would suggest but Whet-

around to Whetstone and saw him pull his
gun as he aid this witness jumped out of
the way into a wine room and immediately
after the shots were tired Witness did

S not see Whetstone take his pistol from uny
