About 11 oclock yesterday forenoon
William Dryer aged 31 years committed
suicido by shooting himself In the mouth
with a revolver causing instantaneous
death The deed was done with a 45cali
bro revolver of the English bulldog pat-
tern

and In a house on Washington street
between Eighth and Ninth streets where
Mr Crj er has roomed for some time past

The remains were not discovered until
about 6 oclock yesterday evening when
Mrs Hildebrand a German woman who
takes care of the house entered the room
to straighten it up and found Mr Crycr-
lythg in bed his lace covered with blood
Site evidently did not Know ho had com-
mitted

¬

suicide for she came down town to
the Calumet saloon and informed those
who were in the place that Billy was JJymc
in bed with his face covered with blood

I shook him but ho did not wake up she
saidA number of men went post haste to the
room and lound Mr Crjer lying cold in
death The revolver was still tightly
clinched in his ricnt hand which rested on
his bloodcovered breast

Iho deceased was lying on his beck in a
pool of bloocl The covers were but little
disturbed sliowng that death must have
been instantaneous

Coroner Clark and Doctors Colhster and
Bailey were called and made an examina ¬

tion of the bodv There were no marks of
powderburn on the dead mans face and
the doctors gave it as their opinion that he
pieced the muzzle of the gun in hIS mouth
shut his tenth Urmly on the barel and then
pulled the tri ger The bullet did not
fracture the skull having lodged itself in
the brain

No cause Is assigned for the rash act ex
copuap that of late the deceased has been
drinking und gambling considerably losing
very nearlj all of his money Harry
Cooper who for several dztya past has oeen
sleeping with Mr Crj er said last night
that the latter rUS up all c Friday night
He came to the room about oHocH batur
day morning Cooper was n beu and ho
asked him to go into another room and go
to bed as be did not wish to be disturbed
Cooper did so About 10 oclock he got up
and left the house without looking into
Cri ers room

Zach Orr the night bartender at the
Cbiumet said Crj er came into the saloon
early Saturday morning Ho walked be-
hind

the bar and picked up something and
put it in his pocket Mr Orr afterwards
missed a revolver which had lam undis¬

turbed behind the counter lor n year and
supposed Cryer had taKen it It was with
this revolver that the young man took his
lifeMr Lee a painter who was working yes
terilav across the street from where the
suicide occurred said he heard a shot fired
about 11 ocioUs The sound seemed to
como from a distance und ho paid no at-

tention

to it It was evidently the shot
that cut short Mr Cryers existence

Mr Cr er has never been of a melan-
choly

disposition and his suicide was a

grant surprise to his nearest friends to
whom us had intimated nothing of his ter
ble intentions-

verdict to the effect that the deceased had
come to his death by means of a pistol shot
bred by his own hands wIth suicidal in
