The special danger of the sunset hour in
malarious regions may be owing to tho fol¬

lowing conditions-
The microbes or spores concentrate at a

level a little above tho ground exactly as
one may observe dust of carriages in the
road in a thick horizontal layer settle on a
warm moist evening then there is no lift-
ing

by ascending air currents but a sort
of beating down to a low level and their
coherence is caused by the deposition of
vapor on the dust particles as the air cools

Thus over u dried marsh there would be
great condensation cf microbes or spores
which could no longer disperse They
would gather about tho height of a mans
head just as we see a ground fog in still
moist air after a warm day in autumn the

that time most susceptible to their action
because the rapid cooling of the skin drives
the blood to these inner surfaces of the
threat and those congested inner surfaces
favor the inoculation by germs drawn In
with the breath Later in the night the
organisms have largely sunk by their own
weight and that of dcposi id dew and
moreover the cooled body not so much
open to the attack of germs remaining in
the air

MALARIA CAN BE ANNIHILATED

Surface moisture and impure soil are the
conditions of malaria Experiment shows
that marked improvement in the health of
villages can ba effected by simple means

j such as rigid attention to cleaning the
streets destroying or removing all noxious
matters to a safe distance filling up holes
allowing no surface water to stand raising-

fences It disappears with cultivation-
and soil drainage and it resumes its sway
when they are left off

Irrigation in excess is unhealthy and
should not be allowed near habitations-
In southern Italy irrigated rice grounds are
not allowed within 1000 yards of small
towns

zone the smallest marshes are the most

portance of draining small pools or sink-
holes cannot be too greatly urged

The rainy season and tho dryingup

in preventing the emanation of poisonous
germs These hints are worthy ot atten
tion for it has been said before that a
coating of kerosene oil on ponds will pre
vent the breeding of mosquitos It is
worth anyones trying for immunity from
these pests would be cheaply bought by
the cost of ifbarrel of croton oil mingled
with the cheap oil of fir and cedar which
would be pleasant and improving to health

I ling the inventor of the famous gun that
bears his name is a native of North Car-
olina

where he was born seventytwo
years ago He makes his home in Hart ¬

ford Conn where bo also manufactures-
those of his guns that are made in America
When he comes to New York which ho
does every now and then he stays at the
Hotel Normandie and it was there that I
recently had the pleasure of an interview
with him In years Dr Gutting might be
called an old man but though his head
and beard areas white as the driven snow
he does not impress mo as very badly hurt
by times passage His figure is erect his

walk is firm and strong his cheeks nave on t

them the glow of health and his blue
eyes are clear bright and merry His
manner has the heartiness of a school
boys and the unatteeted simplicity which
is usually characteristic of a man who has
been too busy to become an egotist and at
the same time too much interested at what-
is going on in tho world to count that his
own work was so important that other
things were but of secondary moment He
was willing to tell how he happened to in ¬

vent bis verj destructive gun because ho I

does not believe that ho should bo regarded
as a sanguinary or warlike person On
the contrary he thinks that if he should-
be clebrated at all it should bo by the
peace societies for ho is convinced that
his guns and the others suggested by his
invention will do more to stop wars than
all the sermons that could be preached-

Dr Catling studied medicine but never
practiced and early in llfo turned his at¬

tention to mechanical Invention As early
as 1S44 he took out letters patent for a
wheat drill the first practical implement-
of the kind ever used I believe in the
tleld This invention and the necessity to
develop and sell it took him away from his
early home where he has not since lived
When the war broke out in 1S01 be was
living in Indianapolis and completing a
railroad for which he had a contract

When there was a call for troops he
said I was very much interested in see-
Ing the boys start to the war I frequently-
went to the railway station to see them oil
and witness the sad but hopeful farewells
to sweethearts and wives In a few weeks
these same fellows began to come back
but now they were brought back in pine
boxes and we realized the dreadful
horrors of war When I inquired how they
came to die I learned that only a very
small percentage had been killed or even
hit by bullets The great majority had died
in camps and hospitals from disease con¬
tracted in the unaccustomed life and in
long marches from battle Hold to battle
field It then occurred to me that the
methods of war wore antiquated and that
wars lasted too long If the whole dread¬

ful business oculd be hurried up then
quite a large proportion of the lives of
those who died in the camps and hospitals
could be saved I said to myself we are
doing nearly all kinds of work by machin-
ery

¬
now why should not men be

killed by machinery tool This I
thought would shorten wars and save
many lives So I went tb work on this
idea at once and after a while I had de-
signed

¬

a gun which in principle is tho same
as that of the perfected gun of today that
will fire accurately =200 shots in a minute

How did It happen that your guns were
not used in the war for which they were
designed asked

They were used a little bit the doctor
replied but how they happened not to be
more generally used 13 quite a long story
I conceived the idea in 61 but it was a
year before I had a gun with which I was
satisfied I then went to Cincinnati and
in the shops of Miles Greenwood made six
guns that cost me 5000 Just as I was
about starting to Washington to offer the
guns to the war department Greenwoods-
shop was set on fire and my guns so in ¬

jured that they were worthless I thought-
at the time that this lire was started by
some confederate sympathizer but I am
not so sure now At any rate very sensa¬

tional reports had Teen spread as to the
murderous nature of my guns 1 did not
lose any more time than I was obliged to
but went to work to build more guns At
another shop I made the unlucky number
of thirteen guns Now came the dif-
ficulty

¬
of getting these guns an opted

I was green then and as the doctor
said ibis his eyes twinkled merrily as
though he was sure ho was anything but
green now and sent a friend to Washing ¬

ton instead of going myself My agent
left eleven of the guns in Baltimore and
took two to Washington to show to General
Ripley the chief of ordnance General
Ripley you know was an old fogy who
conscientiously believed that the old
fashioned muzzleloading flint lock was the
most serviceable arm in tho world and so
he refused even to look at my guns My
agent returned to Baltimore where ho met
General Benjamin F Butler who was
just on his way to take command of tho
army investing Petersburg General But ¬

ler examined the guns and bought them for
1000 apiece Now by tho way I never

got any of that money as my agent went-
to Chicago with it where he failed in
business before we had had a settlement-
So you see I was so far pretty badly out of
pocket

What did General Butler do with the
guns

He took thorn to the front and used
them with good offset but the trial was
not altogethersatisfactory You see that
we had to use paper cartridges then and
they did not work well as the guns were
apt to get clo ped up Indeed the machine
gun was not of much practical use until
the metal cartridge had peon perfected and
that was not until after the war ended
When tho war was over my friends ad
vsed me to go out of the gun business in
which I had fared so badly but my dander-
was up now and I meant to persevere until-
I succeeded perfectly It was true that
our civil war was over but there was
likely to brr war in other parts of the world
and my sympathies were not narrowed to
a continent

Atllthe Frankford arsenal near Phila-
delphia

said Dr Galling continuing his
narrative I perfected a motalic cartridge
and teen I gave an exhibition in Washing-
ton

¬

General Dyer a very different man
from General Ripley was now chief of ord ¬

nance and he took a great interest in my
gun and my efforts to make it work well
At the exhibition besides the chief of ord ¬

and Mr Stannance were General Grant
ton and several army men These officers
were very much pleased and it was ar-

ranged that I should have a trial of my
guns at Fortress Monroe In opposition to
the regular field guns before a board of
ordnance officers At this trial I was
dreadfully handicapped by the fact that
the standard guns were manned by veteran
artillerymen and I had to use green ne-

groes

who were more at home in hoeing
corn than in rifle practice But I beat
them in every way and the report of the
board showed that my gun was superior
not only in rapidity of tirIng but in accu ¬

racy of aim and length of range The ro
suit of this was that tho government or-

dered 100 guns and aftor I lcd made them-
at Colts armory in Hartford I was paid
8175000 Since then I have sold them to
almost very civilized nation and to some
