t in the world Up to date this mine has
turned out to the stockholders about 14

S 000000 in dividends and when we call tor mind the tremendous expense required to
work it the profits prove it to be first
among the great mines of North America-

interior workings and the reduction
works situated in Park City show the

In Bingham there is a great deal of work-
in a small way In no camp in Utah do
so many poor men make money as in
Bingham They lease mines from those
who own them and after payinga tribute
have a good return for their time and
labor-

It may be added that in no camp of
Utah are there greater opportunities for
the investment of capital than Bingham
for along with gold silver lead and zinc
there is

AN IMMENSE COPPER LODE

cutting across the country from east to
west a few hundred yards south of the town-
of Bingham Its width is unknown and
no prospecting has been done to reach it
but up through the quartzite it has forced
itsproduct from the porphyry in the form-
of a solution This is constantly being
deposited as sulphate of copper and native
copper in the clay and sediment of the
gulch In this state thousands of tons of
copper lie unclaimed and so far valueless
in the surface clay of Bingham canyon

At most of the great copper mines of
the world where water abounds we find
the waters holding a heavy percentage of
copper as that which flows from the gulch
springs of Bingham and if deep pros ¬

pecting were carried on there it is almost
certain that such an enterprise would be
rewarded by one of the largest copper de ¬

posits in America
Bingham has been a large producer of

gold in the past twentyfive years about
f2000000 having been taken from Bear
gulch in the form of placer gold not to
mention the output from the other mines-
of the camp where the gold was mined
with other metals

AT OPHIK

A Pew Men Still Doing Well in the Old
Camp

We found Ophir canyon dull but not
deserted Once a roaring camp it yet
contains a few men who are doing well in
its old workings The irrepressible Col ¬

onel Wall at Ophir is running on the ore
