His appearance in the
hall was grected with cheers and the clap-
ping of hands.

Speaker Dunsmore, in ealling the house
toorder, referrad to the sireet encounter,
laying all the nlume on the Republican
houso and defending the coursé of the
Populists. Alter the roll was called the
fallowing preamble and resolutions were
ldllpbh‘i:

Whereas, An attempt was made to
arrest the chiel elerk of this house by an
organized mib ealline themsolyvis the Re-
publican house of representutives, but
which we velieve to be in teality the Santa
Fe railrond. Therefore bo it

“Resolved, Thut wo, the legally or-
garived aod constitutional houseof repre-—
sentatives proclaim 1o the state of Kansas
thut the mob waus folled and ‘our lng in
still there.’ *?

WasHingroN, Feb, 14.—Tht under-
standing tonight is that the treaty pro-
viding for the nanexation of the Hawnallan
islands will be sent to the Senate tomor-
raw, aithough it ia notbeyond possibility
that its transmission may be delsved.
The treaty, it 1 said, is not a very long
document snd covers the subject matter
only so farng necessnry to seeurs theab-
jeet soupht with ds little delsy as possj-
ble.

A well Informed asuthority suys the
treaty contains a proulsion forreferince
to the provisional government of Hawail
after its ratification by the United States
Sanste to be retnrned to this country
with the approval of the Hawaiian
govermment within two months afler
its arrival in Honolulu. Then upon the
troaty, it Congress should be io session,
or a8 soon thercafter us Congtiess con-
venes, Lhe legislition nieessiry to provide
a form of government lor pew territory
end carry out fingacid] obligations lm-
posed by the treaty.

It conteins no referonca to the sugar
bounfy atall. It will be transmitted to
the Seaate, decompanied by & messuge
from the ﬁrcsidcm, who, ‘it issaid, will
cover bhe history nand annexalion moye

nnd make a strong argument in favor of
annexation.

HAWAIIAN ANNEXATION,

Detnils Alranity Concludod and the Treaty
To Be Sent to the Senute.

NEw York, Feb. 14.—Under a Wash=
ington gate the Trilnne says: “*“There is
renson for belloving that so far a5 the sxe-
ocutive branch of the govarnment is con-
ourned nogotiations for the annexution of
Hawnil are about to be, if indesd they
have not alresdy been concluded. The
proposed mesting today of the seoretary
ol stite and the Hawalian commissioners
did not take place owing to the fact that
Secratary Foster desired to attend n meet-
Ing of the Amesrican members of the
monstary conference st Bonator Allison’s
houss.  But tomorrow morning the treaty
for annexation, this being the form in
whieh 1L Is belleved the final result of ne-
gotintions will find expression, is to be
signed and transmitted to the president.
The probabulity, therefore, is that inn
day or two, &t uny rate before the clage of
the week, the whole matter will be before
the SBanate in the shape of a treaty, to be
ratifled, smended or rejected.

In the present femper of the Bonate and
in vigw of almodt nuanimous publie sun-
timent in favor of annexstion thers is lit-
tle yor no'donbt that that body will give
its assent promptiy to the armngement
concluded by the administration. There
may be some amendments suggestsd In
minor and non-essentinl detnjls, but
broadly speakiog, there seems no serious
gpposition to the principle of nnnexation.

THE THEEATY READY.
Everything Now Roendy for Itss Trans
miszion to Congress,

WasriNaroN, Feb, 14.—The annexa-
tion commisslon visited the secrelury of
state todny, but nothing of importance
oorarred.  Itis understood the commis-
sioners are nnxions that the annexntion
treaty shonld nat basant to Congress to-
duy. Theirreason baing that its text or
subsieance might becoms public before
the smling ol the stenmer from Skn Fran-
cisco for Honolulu tomprrow and thus it
might be reviewed for the Hrwailan peo-
plein indorrect form, The commission-
ord wish to taks the tresiy to Honoluln
themselves, so they msy be on the ground
to defend ita provisions and insist on its
sdoption by thoe new government., Their
iears that it would go to Congress today,
however, waore sob at rest by laformation
Imipiarteid to them offloinlly thisv this treaty
waoitld not be transmitted before the sail.
ing of the pteamer from HSan Pranciseo.

STEVENS' ACTION APPROVED.

Secretary Foster Telegraphs Approval and
Also Instronotions for the Fiitare,

WasHINGTON, Feb. 14.—Secretary Fos.
ter this aiternoon telegruphed to Minlster
Stevens at Honoluln approval of his ac—
tion in afirmatively responding to there-
quest of the provisional government of
Hawasil for the establishment of a protec-
torate over the islands pending negotin-
tians for anexation of the islands to the
United Stutes. Instruoctions for the guid-
ance of his futurs setions wera also in-
cluded in the telegram. Theae instrue-
tionn will leave San Franclsco for Honolulu
tomorrow by the sienmer Australia, of
the local line bebween thess points.
