RUNAWAY CABLE TRAIN,

Whirled Ten Blocks Throozh
Crowded Streels of Chicago,

Its Wild Career Epded by m Collision in
the Lasplle Sireet Tunnel—FFnsson-
EcIn Are Nerlouwaly Inik)arml,

Cuicago, April 14,—A runaway cable
train with plssengers aboard, whirled
unchecked for ten squires through the
most crowded portion af the city this af-
ternnon. I8 wild ecsresr ended by o
plunge down the grade into the Lasalle
street tunoel, where the train was derailed
und the wreeked cars strung across the
track near the bottom of a sharp laclior,
the south bound tewin belog invelved in
# general wreck. There was an
exciting  seens  along Dearborn  and
Randolph streets as the runpaway
train rollad along ot the rate of six miles
an hour. Employees of the street car
company ran ahead, trying (o clear the
crossings 5o ns to.nvoid collisions, and the
men, women and children in the train
muking frantie efforts to eseape. Muny
Jumped from the sleps, falling to the
ground and sustainiog painful bruises,

The erowids, nttructed by the screams of
the impériled passengers and the olung-
ingof gongs, rushed after the frain and
aniieavored (o ald the passengers toalight.
Two or three women iried to jump oul of
the windows, and were canght by police-
men, In the confusion several people
were trampled on at the crossings by
