It is alleged that this statement was re
quested in order that it might be shown
what disposition had been made of this
insurance money The final statement-
will not be filed by the executors until
next month when the time for the pres-

entation of claims against the estate will
L have expired

Mr Dyer was a man of affairs and at
if the time of his death was heavily inter ¬

ested in many large enterprises The
statement filed by the executors is of con-
siderable

I realized from the sale of gas and other
I stocks and securities and it will be no¬

ticed that the executors disposed of the
gas stock at 162 per share 160 net which-
is 29 per Share more than the citys stock
was sold for some months later

The document filed by the executors

discussion and which will come up for
settlement in the Third district court It

Mr Dyers or Mrs Dyers name in view
ol the fact that Mr Dyer had already

t deeded over to his wile property to the
amount of half the value of the estate
and which was to be freed from encum-
brance

of the life insurance policies amounting
lo f29000 stood in Mrs Dyers name and
were paid to her she turning over the
amount to the executors in pursuance of
tha above mentioned agreement The j

executors still hold that this amount
should eo to the children in accordance

I with the expressed wishes of Mr Dyer
while Mrs Dyer now claims that it
should be returned to her hence the
suit for 527000 she having been paid
2000 by the executors
It Is learned that in addition to the

property deeded to Mrs Dyer before her
husbands death valued at fSOOOO she
was given a legacy of f10000 in the will
making her share of the estate 90000
The executors estimate that after all
claims are settled about 550000 will be
left for division between the children in-
cluding
