NELSON GOES TO JAIL.

The Ogden Embexeler Held fo the
Grand Jury.

Hix Bond Fixed at 84,000 Which Ho Ts
Unanle to Glve—Forrest
Still at Large,

OGpEN, Utah, August 26.—[Speeclal.]—
Commisaloner Hulanlski this evening
held Alfred H. Nelson, ex-mannging sec—
ratary of the QOgden Bullding snd Loan
association, who is churged by officers of
that association with having embezzled
§13,000 of the association’s funds, to the
grund jury, in bonds of $4,000, which he
{ailed to furnish, and spent the night in
the eounty jail, The preliminary exam-
ination otoupled two days, and ulench
session of the courk the room wius picked
with Interasted cltizens,

The natare of the testimony was very
rambling and fragmentary, but thisal-
ternoon it was developed that Nelson had
collected money from two subscribers
of stock and failed to give credit for §55 of
subscriptions upon the booka of the asso~
ciation; also that the lasi annosl state-
ment of the condition of the asspcistion
published in the Standard was frauvdolent
and showed a caplial stock of but §6,000
when it should have been upwards of
§60,000.

Nelson was placed on the witness stand
by the defensa and on cross-examination
admitted that the statément was fancifal,

but alleged that it bad been tampered Jeons

with, for thé reason that he s wellas
of other officers desired to make s good
ghowing for the association. The truth
of the mutter 15 thut the stock wes matur-
ing too fast and Nelson desired to show na
reduotion of liabilitles. A nuidber of
transactions of the ex-sacrelary were
somewhat suspicions and the eomimis-
sioner decided to allow the grand jury ao
opportunity of muking an investigation.
