The members were in a somewhat lethar-
gic mood having it appeared for the
time being abandoned their belli-
cose

The passage of an ordinance providing
that the cost of water main extensions
where there is no immediate use for the
sAne shall be paid for in full by those
petitioning the extension was defeated-
by a tie vote

The mayors veto of May 31 of the ap ¬

propriations to the councilmen who sat
as a board of equalization was taken up
On the reading of the veto Chairman
Horn who had apparently been indulging
in a short nap woke up and was all at ¬

tention This veto is a sore subject with
