Enthusiastic Meetings of the
Independent Citizens
Held Last Night.

EXCELLENT NOMINEES.

A Row in the Third Precinct
Primary Delays Action
. Somewhat.

THE CAMPAIGN COMMITTEES.

A Full List of the Delegates and Alter-
nutes Appointed to the City
Convention.

The attendunce at the primaries held
last evening wasa sirlking evidance of
the great interest manifested (n the inde-
pendent citizans movemett. The pro-
cecdings in ull the precincts except ome
were harmonious, and while thera was &
full aod free discusmon of the situation,
the best of fealing prevailed.

Thare was consiagerable triction in the
Third precinct, and as b rosulf o nomi-
noations for councilmen wears made.

The dstsiled reports are as follows:

First Precines

The woters of the Firat preeinet com-
menced gatheriog ot the Exposition
building asearly as 7 o’clock, aond half
on' hoor later there were over two
hundred Democrats snd Repablicans
present, with quite a aprinkling of
doubtful Liberuls. In the early partof
the avening & few majcontents tried to
create disorder but fxiled nigoslly, and
the business was transaocted in u business
like and satisiaotory manner.

The mesting was called to order by Mr,
Gibbs, who nominated Wendell Benson
for chairman. Mr. Benson was slected
uoanimonsly and A. H. Parsons was
elected secrelary. The call was read,
nod nominations for counoilmen were in
order. On motion of Mr. Stringlellow
it was reeolved that thirty minutes be
given up to u discussion of the objects of
the movement.

EAM GILEON

was the first speaker. He sald he had
besn walting for four vears for this oppor-
tunity to wipeout the party he had ho:;)ed
to create. He sald, and he sald it boldly,
that the men who compose and run that
rty wre scoundrels, Ha said he was
earttly in favor of the movemant.

JUDGE LANEY

was next called on. He said he was one
of the first to ledve the Liperal party, Hs
then romsted the presantadministration
{rom alphs to omega, andcoocluded by
declaring thet the peeple would stand
such a condition of things no langer,

E. W. TATLOCK

waa the next speakor., He said that it
was scarcely nDocessary to go into details
ns to the mal-administration of the domi-
pant party. The object of ‘the mesting
was to nominate the best men, regardless
of politieal complexion, that could be
found in the preclnet to represent in the
council the prople who sent them. He
believed it mude littis difference whether
ons Democrat acd tweo Hepublicans, or
vice vorsa, should be chossn. Whoevsr
may be nominated, he said, so that they
represented nerve, brains and integrity,
he would gunrantes them one vote at
lenst on the 7th day of November.

OSCAR VANDERCODE

was next called open. He said he
thought the tims bad come to ackt, not
talk. He was heartily in favor of the
movement and would support it.

was called for, and responded‘with a briet
speech, endorsing the movement and
guaranteeing bis hearty support,
