Hon, Joseph L, Rawling, who his
dome such yoompn sorvice for the sil-
ver cause and for Uwh during the
special session of Congress that has
just ended, returned yesterday from
the field of his afcial libors unat-
tended and unheralded. The gentle-
man's host of friends were surprised
by the very unpbirusive manner in
which he again came among them. He
had & number of callers during the
diy at hls quarters with his nephew,
Profesgor Kerr, at 206 North Second
West street, and was congratulated
on-his spsech in defense of silver, ihe
success that has already ‘attendad his
efforts  to give [ltah statehood and
the geciring of A& restoratlon to the
church of (He escheated persunal prop-
arty.

To a Hemld reporter who ealled
upon him, Mr. Rawling was very kind
and n conversatlon wng fredly dtcord-
ed upon the qusstions of the day

“The Republeans,'” sald the soribe,
‘are Indulging In a great deal of crow-
inz ovar the political landslide thot has
taken place in the country. and arg
snying thut It @ rebuke to those who
are opposed to the protective system of
the Repoblicans, How do you view
that matter?'”

AN OFF YEAR.

“Tha result was not unexpected in
Whashington aa this has been an off
vear 'and men have felt the effecty of
hard times. Many of them have not
gone; far enough to learn fthe true
causes of the depresslon, but have
sald that the Démocrats, were In
power and should have brought
prosperity end, reasoning thus, have
cast thelr voles ngainst the party in
power, It is a well known fact thit
thore is always n large aclement of the
voters who are inclined to blame all
evilg upon the party In power without
nquiry Into the fundamental causes,
Then, too, thers are other causes for
thie Republican vietories arising within
the Demoeratie party. These chiefly
arige from the attitude of the adminis-
tration regarding the silver guestion.
There were those among the leaders
of the party who withed to make good
at the earliest moment the pledges
made in the Chicago platform on the
guestion of repeuling the McKinley and
federal election Inwe and these wears
somewhat disappointed that action
thereon should be deferred to the re-
peal of the Shermanilaw. There was
also a strong sentiment In the party fav-
orable to sllver, and ‘those who are in-
terested In the cause of the white metal
war scomewhat chagtined that the eDm-
coratic adminstration did’ not ettempt
to formulate a measure that could be
supportell by all memhbers of the party
inEtedd of Insisting  on uncondltionn)
repenl.

Be-
sldes this there were other causes
which operated agsinst the party in
the disaffection of some who had besn
disappointed In their aspirations for
office, These causes combined enabled
the Republican party to galn victories
in the varlous states.'

Y1 wounld say, no.  All the causes I
have enumerated hLielped to give the
Republicans victory. ' Many Demoorats
who were nol satisfied, preferred to
make known thelr ‘views by staying
away from the pollsitwhile others took
no interest in the contest. Then besides
there were no prominent Democratic
speakers sent to Ohdo, On the other
hand, Reed and others of the best Re-
publican stumpers helped MeKinley,
and ull the Hepublicans who are still
holding positions under the govern-
ment, such as postmasters, did all they
could for the Republicin cause. ThHe
victory there can be eharncterized, as
can all the others, ag one gained mors
becousa of the apathy of the Demo-
crats than because of the conversion of
the people to Republicanism.
