baby and the money was paid for
three months when the mother de ¬

cided to cease the payments and told
the Arnolds they were welcome to the
baby she would never claim it With
this understanding the latter have
reared the child with agreat care athough it were their very own flesh
and blood and the little one ha so
entwined Itself around their hearts that
to partwith it would give as muCh
pain ato lay away one of their own
children The Bradshaw woman has
resided in the city continuously since
coming here and in July last she was
marred to Charles Myers Since her

Mrs Myers has developed a
sudden love for her boy and on sev-
eral occasions has visited him at the
Arnolds home always being admitted-
to the house without question Two
weeks ago however she endeavored-
to take the child away from Its adopt-
ed parents and in a scuffle which en¬

sued broke a window or two The
Arnolds consulted with Attorney Johri-
M Zane and were advised that the
Myers had no right whatever to enter
their house and take the child without
an order from the district court They
were further advised to cal an officer
of the law the next the Myerp
paid them an unwelcome visit and
have the tatter arrested Last night
about 630 oclock Mr and Mrs Myers
went up to the Arnold residence and
asked to see the boy Their request-
was refused by Mr Arnold but the
gentleman told them they might enter
the house and see the boy in the pres ¬

ence of an officer In response to a
telephone message Officer Roberts was
sent up to the Arnolds with the patrol
wagon He had Orders from Captain
Donovan to arrest Myers and his
