HE INTEXVIEWED THE POPE.

Channcey M. Den.ew Tallkks Enter-
tniningly of His Visit.

New York, Dec. 24.—Chauncey M.
Depew, on his arrivel from Burope
today, talked entertainingty to an As-
ancinted Press reporter of his trip to
Rome. *I did Rome in fonr days'
suid Do Depew, Yand wanted to see
the .pope, but I was: told he gave no
private sudiences; nevertheless T re-
celved a message he wonld see me the
next day at novn. As 1 entered, the
pontifl arcss, came half way acrogs the
room, shook me condially by the hand,
and requested me to be seated, and
then resumad the papad chair” Depew
safd be found the pope vigorous and
strong in health, with the vivacity of
fifty instead of wighty-five. This was
epecially noticed when his haliness was
discussing the guestion of the rights
of property and of Inbor, When I
arose to g0, #iid Depew, "he took my
hand and sald he bad the profoundest
respect and admimation and jove for the
United States and wished 1 would tell
the American peopls he was much im-
pressed with the World's fair and had
done all’ he conld to help {t; that he
wine much pleased and gratified to
learn that 1 was nlways kind and con-
siderate for the employees of my com-
prny, and thiat T had never mode any
distinction between these of the Catho-
e fafth and others. He also ex-
pressed gratificntion when T told him
of Archbishop Corrigan. Thue ended
for me one of the most pleasant meet-
ings with one of the most remarkable
men of the age. The pope sant the
message to me but 1 recelved It when
I could not return 10 the vatlecan, He
lpoks to Americons with more intepest
nnd atfeniion in view of the rapldly
ineren=ing spread of socialism and has
theorinse #8 1o her great falth of the
futupe.*

‘ghotgun in the back, dying in two or
three minutes.

He llved long enough, however, to
call out tH A man in the stable that
he had been shot by Sam Willis. The
nemussination was not a matier of
much surprise, owing to the fact of
intlmacy bebtween Hultz and the wifs
af Willls, Three or four months &go
Wiz lay in' walt and found the couple
In a oriminating positlon at his house
He shot and wounded Hultz, but the
latter escaped and left town. A few
days ago he returned.  About an hour
after the shooting Willis was met ¢om-
|ing into town by the constuble and ar-
|rested. He clalng he Is innocent of
|{the shooting. Willls is ex-sheriff of
11'.h(! county and lives on & furm 'a mile
from town. He was diverced from his
|wife soon after the flrst shooting of
Hultz, and then bhrought damage silt
Jaga.lnst him. The suit has not yet
come to tral,. Willls had refused the
offer of a thousand dollars for a com-
promise;, and had mads threats to

The worst minlng
CEmp, . governed by nd law and tes-
trained by no propristy, has not toler-
nted greater outrnges of dedéncy than
are permifted In San Francised now,
The preachers Who proclalm that this
metropolis is ruléd by sin can dally
point to scenes that dlegnst the be-
holder “In ardsir to fllustrate thelr re
mdrks, The eltlsens want thelr streets
put In better order, so that & good im-
pression may be made on the Mid-
winter fair visitors. So loud was the
outery uagainst the immoral tendency
of ‘Fakirs’ row' that the officials of
the fire departmant did the city a ser
vice by beginning procecdings against
that army of seductlve tonta.
