lady well educated in her
own and the English language She
answered-

The proper pronunciation is Hah
vahee There is no w in our alph-
abet and no letter or combination of

which takes the sound of w
as in English The missionaries who
first translated our language found it
difficult to pronounce or express the
sound which is to my ear correctly
conveyed by the letter v softened and
made full Our a is pronounced broad-
as you pronounce it in fall and our 1is like the English e The rule is
pronounce every vowel and as the
exception to the rule does not affect
the double T in Hawaii you will see
that the word is Hahvahee

These are the twelve letters of the
Hawaiian language with their pro-
nunciation

everything happens according to the
law of nature and whatever may be
the outcome of these frequent and
sudden revolutions nobody has the
right to complain of the injustice of
his fellows but merely of his own in ¬

discretion or ill luck
To a gentleman that is acquainted

with the political uses of dynamite
these words of Rousseau may appear
mild let it however be remembered-
that he was not a salaried assassin
but an original thinker and a man of
genius The wretches who commit
crime for political purposes usually

Parlc to Get Souvenirs

Jackson park once more belongs to

the people Its opening was unattend-
ed by ceremony No blare of trumpets
was heard No banners waved and
with no formality the famous site of
the departed but glorious White City

to its owners and henceforthrevere
will be free to all

The deed was done on New Years
morn and at 7 oclock fifty people
waited at the entrance to Midway
Plaisance As the first glint of the sun
gilded the top of the Ferris wheel the
solitary Columbian guard at the Cot¬

tage Grove entrance therw open the
gate and forsook his post At the in¬

stant thirty other guards did likewise
Their positions were gone and the park
was free to the people The people
appreciated the condition and crowds
passed into the park At 1 oclock
when the crowd was largest it seemed
