fellows After these preliminaries-
which very much resembled caressing
they were observed to raise themselves
upright on their hind legs by pairs
struggle together sieze each other by
mandible foot or antennae and then
immediately relax their hold only to re¬

new the attack in a moment They
would fasten to each others shoulders
embrace and wrestle overthrow each
other and then raise themselves by
turns each taking revenge without pro ¬

ducing any serious mischief They did
not spurt on their venom as they do
in their real combat nor retain their
hold upon their opponents with such
obstinacy I have seen some so
in their exercises that they would

eager
sue and vanquish several in succession
only struggling with each a few sec-
onds

In one place two ants appeared-
to be gamboling about a stalk of straw
turning alternately to avoid or sieze
each other which forcibly brought to
my recollection the sport and pastime
of your dogs when they are observed
to rise on their hind legs attempting
to bite overthrow or sieze each other
