lis in the accretion of money at the
money centres The extreme silver ad-
vocates by which we mean those who
proclaim that free silver coinage would
cure all the financial industrial and so
cial evils of the times have not yet
shown how the silver thus coined would
reach the masses who are in need of
money

There is no doubt that it would great-
ly benefit all classes in the silverpro
duping regions Iwould not only be
a boon to mine owners and mine work
ers but to everybody associated with
them in business The increase of
money per capita for the nation would-
of course be of benefit in time to the
whole people so long as Its distribution
is kept up But with sixteen hundred-
and thirtyfour millions of dollars hi
the country it cannot be said there is
now a great lack of money But It has
been cornered and much of it Is locked
up from circulation and that is the
great financial evil of the times

This being true what is there to pre ¬
