JUDGE JESKINS 13
ROASTED 10 A TURN.

Report of the Special Investigat-
ing Committee.

GROSS ABUSE OF POWER
IS PLAINLY SHOWN.

Orders Were Beyond His Jurisdiction
as a Judge.

Tulken That Savurs of Covraption
and His Impenchment In,
fore, Not Recommended—It

Sincere—Hut They Were Wrong.

Wiashington, May 4 —Repressntative
Boammer, chalrman of the special com-
mitlee of the House jndiclary commit-
tee appdinted to investigate the North-
ern Pacific decisions of Judge Jenkins,
today submitted to the full judiclary
committes the majority report of the
special commitise.

The report was discussed for two
hours, but no actlon was taken by the
full committes, The report was made
the specid] order for the full commit-
lee ngxt Tuesday.

Representative W. A. Stone, of Penn-
sylvaniy, the Republlican member of
the committee, dissents from the ma-
Jority report on the ground that It is
an attempt o make a jodlcial rojioe,
but he has not yet submitted & minor-
ity repart

After reciting the well known facts
and clroumstances lgading up to the
eranting of the twa orderg of Injune-
tion' by Judge Jenkins, the majority
report proceeds as follows:

The Majority Report.

Notwithetanding the suggestion of
the employess that they desired to
vonfer, the orders were |mmediataly
obtalned without walting the results
aof a confarente or belng In possession
of any definita Information of the In-
tention, of the employess with respeel
tn the schedules upon which they so-
liclted & conference. The original or-
der recelved on ‘December 15 had n
two-fold aspecl.. It reduced  existing
wiged and enfoined and prohibited
those. who wera 1o recelve them if they
remained In the serviea of the com-
pany, from quitting the sarvics with
or without notice; cripple the property
ar Injure the aperating of the rad
On being advised that {f 8o ordered or
advised by the officers of the organiza-
tion to which they belonged the men
would quit the sérvice in a body and
under the eonstructlons placed upon
the existing order (the Injunction) hy
those who hbad obtained ji. they woyld
thereby commil a contempt of couort
and were llable to punishment for so
daing, the officers of the company Ime-
medintely asked far and  the  Judge
granted the second order of injunc-
tion, December 23. The obfect of this
was to insurs to the company the com-
ulgory views of the operntives than
n its amploy. hecause under the first
orider of injunction the 'men could nat
quit without belng enlity of contempt
and wonld not do fo0 uniess ordered by
tha officets of thelr =sveral arganiza-
tions, ond if theses officers were pro-

hiblted rom advising the sirike, It
was perfectly evident that the officers
s0 enjoined could not discharge rhis

function nf thelr office and the mean
ceonld not quit’ when prohibitad fram
=0 dolng by the court and not auithor-
Ized to do sn by the organization by
whos=e rulee and regulations they were
gaverned, This was the object sought
to be ohtained: that the order wais
drawn to effectunte it and 1t wasz
signed by the judga with that jntent;
the language of the order and the
concomitant ecircumstances 'left no
room for doubt,
Gross Abuse of Power.

Your commlitter has no hesitation. In
declaring that the orders readersetl were
a gross abuge of the power af ths
court; were supportsd by naither réea-
son nor authority; were hevond the ju-
risdiction of the judge and wers there-
fore vold. ‘The second or supplement-
ary writ was mora reprehensible than
tha firet, hecauxe the fudze wns ad-
vised hefore he rendered it of the ex-
act object and purpose =aught to be
accomplished. There wasS no sUgges-
tion in either of these letters of any
fear of Meagal acts, but the fear firom
suspense of tiaffie, of an attending
damage to the road and inconvenlence
t the publlec were the sole reasons for
the Hetion which the judge toak, Your
committes algs findg that no measures
looking to # strike dind bees Inavgur-
ated nor does any seem to have heen
In contemplation, nor does It appear
that any of the persons named or re-
ferred todn the writ of Injunction have
ramitined In the sarvice of the company
againgt thelr will. It docs appear,
however, that while they regarded the
writ vold. . they belleved that so long
as It wins in force they wiers bound to
obey It ander penalty of punishment or
contempt if they violated At, and this
considaration might have beon miore

inducing them to remain in the ssrvice
of the recelvers,

‘Your committae «dnes not conour in
the apinlon of the Judige that the de-
clsjon rendered in the Toledn oases,
pies 54, federal reports by Judges “Taft
and Rlcks et al. support the conten-
tion in the case under conslderation.

On the contrary, both of tha cassg
clenrly rocognize the principle  that
colrie of equity canno! enforce the

spechiic performance of the cdritract for
persanal service by writs of infunction
and other progeszes, but that in such

for dumoges” They also elearly racog-
nize the right of {he laboring people,
a5 a-means ol selling thelr labor at a
higher price, of cosrcing employers to
aceade to thelr demands, In detscting
the lawfulness of a proceeding of this
kind. the judg=e Justly take the law as
susinining the smployes, and  ineon-
venlence to the general public cannot
be considered.

Lawinl Rights Defined.

It employees have the awful right
1o combine in a strike for the purpose
of foreing compllines with thali ‘<da-
mands or securing 1he highest wages
and beet térms possible, that right can-
not be remobved by ‘the fact that lis
exercise jevied on the Interests of
others. Tis prizciple applies, of course,
only to those strikeés wilch exlst | the
withdrawal from service by oconcerted
