AX OREGON CLOUDBURST

For That Section a Mere Incident
Hardly Worth Mentioning

When you talk of rain said Maj
Wharton who built most of the snow
sheds on the Union Pacific road and who
runs half a dozen saw mills on the Falls
river in Oregon when you talk of rain
in the east you simply never saw any ¬

thing more than a sprinkle Ive been out
alt day in what you probably call a
downpour but ifa drop or two hadnt
hit my sore ear I shouldnt have known
it was raining

Whats your Idea of a rain storm
major asked the interviewer as the
two got seated after the usual prelimi-
nary

¬

Why water of course he answered
This drizzle cant be called real wa-

ter
¬

you know Its just fog and smoke
and evaporation from mud puddles which
went up to come down again Say young
man you ought to have been out to mill
No 4 one night last August and wit ¬

nessed what we call a genuine rain-
storm It wasnt the biggest and fattest
I ever saw but it would have given you
a pretty fair idea of what we can do out
there on short notice

Was it a cloudburst
Some folks call em by that name

but its defamation of character A
cloudburst is simply an effort on the part
of the weather to get about half a million
barrels of rain water together in some
particular locality and then knock in all
the heads of the barrels at once The
object is to clear the driftwood off the
banks of streams and discourage the um-
brella

¬

trade As a side issue a cloudburst
usually drowns about half a tribe of
Indians and starts the tops of three
or four mountains to sliding down hill
to fill up some valley

About this particular rain storm ma-
jor

Oh yes Well about 3 oclock one af ¬

ternoon the barrels began to gather over
the Cascade range to the west of us
They snuggled together between two
peaks and I judged there was water
enough up there to wet down half the
west Falls river had just three feet of
water in it that afternoon and the
ground for fifteen miles to the west was
valleyland on which a lot of cattle and
horses were grazing I had four build¬

ings besides the saw mill and In the riv-
er

¬

and around the mill were 5000 saw
logs When I saw that it was going to
rain that we were in for a genuine rain-
storm I called all hands and we made
for a hill half a mile away

And the rain descended did it quer ¬

ied the interviewer as the major seemed
to have stopped short

The rain Oh certainly Yes sir
the rain descended in due time When
everything was all ready the heads of
the barrels were bursted in and down
poured the water A flood seven feet
deep and two miles long poured Into
Falls river In about three jerks of a
deers tail the mill buildings and logs
went on a voyage and I havent seen
a splinter of em since The flood brought
along about 100 head of horses and cat ¬

tie and the bones of some of them are
in the tree tops around there today

And what did you do
Began getting out timber for a new

mill next morning of course We dont
let a little cloudburst knock the sand out
of us in Oregon you know Had a new
mill hummipg away inside of thirty days
Dont write it up in a sensational way
or our people will give me the laugh Itwas simply one of our summer show-
ers

A reporter from Portland happened
to be down that way and how much
space do you suppose he gave It Just
five lines A hundred thousand tons of
mountain slid Into the valley a dozen
people were drowned and everything on
