A staze load of passengers was some
miles out from Tahlequah, an route to
Fort Gibson, the rallway statlon, when
Levi Sanders, a desperats  Cherokes
charactar, who was on the fropt seat
with the driver, shot him in the side
‘with his pistol and ordercd him to hold
up. He then made the passengers get
out and retieved them of §70 and some
jewelry. One man, a person from Tex-
as, who decHned to give his name, was
shot through the breast by an Indian,
He had no money to give up. The
wounded man {8 now in Fort Gibsan,
in a eritical conditon, the bullet hav-
Ing passed through the left lung. Tha
robber then laft, walking through the
woods in the direction of Tahleguah.
He found a man and an Indian boy
herding some cattle and bezan shoot-
ing at the boy, and killed him. He

riding and again emerged into the

£hot inrto one of them and killed Mra.
