pressed too closely by the pursuit the
four prisoners were handed over to
another crowd and the former gather¬

ing would disperse to their homes
The prisoners were especially ill
treated when their captors marched
them to their homes where the women
and children sapped and spat upon
tem and called them vile names

The women were the most violent in
thefr abuse of the scabs The children
struck them with their tiny fst Idaylight when the squad tird-
Ieputs reached Lamont Not long

ble on the commons by the hundreds
They engaged in the wildest demon-
