But Little Additional Light Shed on
the Sat Affair Tlie Finding o1 the
JIryC-

oTonor Baylor yesterday afternoon
held an inquest on the body of Wil-

liam Thornton the soldier who was
stabbed by W A Hobbs and bled to
death on the evening of July 4 A jury
composed of C M Hammond William
Krout and J P Hayes was impaneled
Attorneys Gunter Sam Lewis andSom-
mer watched the proceedings on behalf
of Hobbs who did the stabbing and
County Attorney Murphy assisted by
Attorney Eichnor appeared on behalf
of tIe authorities Absolutely nothing
was elicited beyond what appeared in
The Herald of yesterday

The first witness examined was
Giovanni Guccione an Italian who tes-

tified
¬

that he had seen the men quarrel-
Ing over matters in connection with
the war of the rebellion on which they
held different views Hobbs being a
Eoutnerner and Thornton a northerner
The witness said the dead man was
the aggressor all the way through He
saw him knock the old man down
and the latter struck back with a
knife-

C Ferrando proprietor of the saloon
testified that the soldier Thornton made
the assault and knocked the old man
down The latter ran away and the
soldier followed him and struck him
again Hobbk then drew something
from his pocket which the witness sup

ejjuacu ivas it ivuue uuc ueiiiy uuoui-
seventyfive yards k away could not
swear that it was a knife and struck
back at Thornton He didnt know
whether the sqldier had any weapon
in his hand or riot

Captain Donovan of the police force
was next examined but he knew noth ¬

lag further than that Hobbs when
taken to the police office was very
drunk too drunk in fact to know any ¬

thing That was half an hour after
the stabbing was done Sergeant Ford
made the arrest but was not present
when the quarrel took place

A large pocket knife with a keen
sharp pointed blade about three and
onehalf Inches long was identified by
the witness as the one found on Hobbs
when he was searched at the police
station The prosecution suggested
that Hobbs was feigning drunkenness
but Captain Donovan was of the
opinion he was really very drunk

Dr Beatty was the last witness The
doctor stated that he was called on to
attend Thornton and that he went to
the saloon on West Temple street
where the man was laying as quickly
as he possibly could arriving there
about 8 oclock but the man was dead
when he got there Dr Whitney had
arrived on the scene a few moments
prior to the witness but not in time to
do anything for the wounded man The
witness examined the body and found
an incised wound about the middle of
the right thigh in front about an inch
long and about three inches deep run ¬

ning up at an angle of about 45 de ¬

grees The muscle which lays over the
femoral artery was severed the artery
almost severed and a puncture
about the size of a pin made
In the vein The cause of death was
hemorrhage of the femoral artery
The witness said if the bystanders had
had an average amount of intelligence
they would have tied a handkerchief
around the mans leg and checked the
flow of blood It could have been very
easily done and if it had been done
within twenty minutes after the wound
had been inflicted the mans life would
have been saved

The jury after a short consultation
brought in a verdict that William
Thornton came to his death from
fermoral hemorrhage from the right
leg caused by a knife wound inflicted
by W A Hobbs J

The body of the dead soldier lays at
Skewes undertaking parlors and will
be removed to Fort Douglas today for
interment
